Appellant preferred second appeal with the Commission on 16.2.2011 with respect to his RTI application dated 3.1.2011. He sought information in 20 (twenty) points including 19 sub-points as (a), (b), (c), (d) etc. regarding village: Bhabiana, tehsil: Phagwara from the PIO, O/o the District Programmer Officer Department of Social Security for Women & Child Development, Kapurthala. The appellant also asked for inspection for 3 days. The appellant submitted that the Department employees called outsiders to obstruct the inspection and no information has been provided  to him during inspection.

2.
 PIO/respondent replied vide letter NoHiHgHnH$e$11$263, dated 18.3.2011 that information sought by the appellant relates to CDPO Phagwara and this office is working under the control of District Programme Officer, Kapurthal. He also stated that the information has been provided to the appellant vide letter No.569, dated 10.2.2011 and the appellant received the same on 14.2.2011. Thus, the applicant had direct link with the CDPO, Phagwara. Appellant unauthorizedly started checking of Anganwadi Centres. It was not under the legitimate right of the appellant. This resulted in a dispute between the appellant and the Sarpanch Gram Panchayat, Bhabiana. The Anganwadi Centres are 
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under the control and supervision of the Gram Panchayats as per the Panchayati Raj System. The PIO further submitted that on the basis of facts and record, all information has been supplied by the PIO-cum-Nodal Officer, CDPO Phagwara  which is running into 22 pages. and no delay has been caused in supply of information.

Today, during the hearing, the appellant submitted that incomplete information has been supplied to him and he is not satisfied with the same.  The appellant may pin point the deficiencies to the PIO who will make up the same and provide  complete information to the appellant.

The respondent present failed to explain the matter. He stated that the information is available with the CDPO.The CDPO is directed to be present in person on the next date of hearing to clarify the position.  He is also directed to provide the remaining information to the appellant before the next date of hearing.
