This case relates to seeking information pertaining to pensionary benefits of adhoc services. Initial request was filed by the Complainant on 18.9.2009 and received by the PSEB on 24.9.2009. After having received no reply from the PIO, the Complainant made a complaint with the Commission 18.2.2010.



Mr.Prem Dass Bhatia on behalf the Complainant stated that she wanted to seek reasons for not granting pensionary benefit of adhoc services in spite of the orders of the competent authority. Mr. Bhatia further stated that Mrs. Neelam Lata Chopra made several visits to the office Accounts Officer, PSEB Patiala, but to no avail. The PIO has not responded and redressed her grievances. She also made a reference to another similar case related to Mrs. Satinder Kaur, Assistant, O/o BBMB, Chandigarh who has been given benefit of adhoc services towards her pensionary benefits. She was a permanent employee of PSEB and retired from from BBMB while on deputation like her.



The Respondent has supplied a copy of instructions of PSEB to the Complainant for counting of adhoc service towards pensionary benefits.
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 In this case, I have seen that the Complainant has been suffering since three years for redressal of grievances about her pensionary benefits. In my view, RTI has to promote spirit of accountability to work amongst the public authorities so that a large number of retired employees may not suffer for redressal of their grievances relating to pensionary benefits or other dues. An efficient system is required to be placed in the Department for making expectations of retired employees fruitful and they would not have to resort to the provisions of the RTI Act and unnecessary harassment may be avoided in future.
