The respondent states that he cannot access this information from the dealer under Section 2 of the RTI Act, 2005 because the agency comes under the control of the concerned oil company, which in this case  is Indian Oil Corporation Limited. The application for information of the appellant in so far as this point is concerned was referred to the oil company..  In reply,  the Corporation has informed the respondent that the required information can be given to the appellant if he deposits the requisite fee, but it “cannot be submitted directly to the customer by the undersigned.  Hence you are requested to submit it to the

customer at your end”. This contention of the Corporation is difficult to understand and appears to be totally without any basis. The required information has also not been sent by the Indian Oil Corporation to the District Food & Supply Controller (DFSC), Bathinda, and the object of providing information to the appellant therefore remains unfulfilled. A copy of the concerned letter of the Indian Oil Corporation dated 05-12-2009,  sent by them to the DFSC, Bathinda, is enclosed with these orders and the same is forwarded to the Secretary , Central Information Commission, Block No. 4, (5th Floor), Old JNU Campus, New Delhi-110067, who may place   the same before the Central Information Commissioner for such orders as he may deem fit.
