ORDER

Sh. Baljinder Singh, Complainant vide his RTI application dated 13.12.2011 addressed to the Respondent-DDPO, Mohali, sought an information on the following two points:
i) Copy of the complete enquiry report in a complaint along with the copies of statements of the witnesses regarding cutting of peeple tree on Village Dharamsala and construction of Gurudwara on Village common land by the Sarpanch.

ii) Photo copies of the file of enquiry conducted by the DDPO, Mohali in the year 2010.

Failing to get information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 8.5.12. When none was present on behalf of the Respondent-DDPO, Mohali and therefore, the case was adjourned to 13.6.12 and DDPO, Mohali was also directed to explain in writing as to why the provisions of Section 20(1)(2) and 19(8)(b)  of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against him for willfully delaying and denying the information and for the loss and other detriments suffered by the Complainant.  During hearing on, 13.6.12, after hearing the parties and perusal of the case file, it was observed that only a copy of letter No.4507 dated 20.12.2010 addressed to the Director Rural Development and Panchayts Punjab had been supplied to the complainant by the DDPO Mohali. It was also observed that his approach in supplying  the RTI information to the complainant was highly casual and administratively incorrect as supplied information was totally incomplete and mis-leading. 
It was also observed that Sh. Jagwinder Singh Sandhu, PIO-cum-DDPO, Mohali had neither provided the point wise information to the complainant nor had tendered any explanation in writing in the form of self attested affidavit  regarding the show cause notice issued to him on 08.05.2012.  
Further, since despite directions of the Commission dated 8.5.12 and 13.6.12, neither the attested information as sought by the complainant had been supplied to him, nor the PIO-cum-DDPO Mohali tendered his explanation in writing and by appearing before the Commission.  He was afforded last opportunity to comply with the orders of the Commission and to attend the Commission on the next date.  He was further directed to supply correct, complete and attested information, free of cost to the complainant within 10 days under registered cover and  case was adjourned today for further proceedings.
During hearing today, it is observed that neither any information has been provided by Sh. Jagwinder Singh Sandhu, PIO-cum-DDPO, Mohali, nor he has furnished any reply by way of filing self attested affidavit for the delay caused in supplying the information to the Complainant.
In view of the above, Sh. Jagwinder Singh Sandhu, PIO-cum-DDPO, Mohali, is afforded one more opportunity to –
i) supply correct, complete and attested information, free of cost to the complainant as per his RTI application dated 13.12.2011 within 10 days under registered cover;

ii) to explain in writing as to why the provisions of Section 20(1)(2) of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against him for willfully delaying and denying the information.

Complainant Sh.Rajesh Kapil vide his RTI application dated 13.9.2011, addressed to PIO-cum-DTO, Jalandhar, sought certain information on six points mainly regarding the taxes collected from different transport companies and certain details of, defaulter companies etc. Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed a complaint with the Commission, and accordingly, case was heard on 24.1.12. 14.3.12, 3.5.12, 19.6.12 and 18.7.12


During hearing of this case on 3.5.2012, Shri Kehar Singh, PIO-cum- ADTO who was holding the additional charge of DTO Jalandhar, was issued a show cause notice under the provisions of Section 20(1)(2)  and Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005 to explain the reasons in writing by furnishing a self attested affidavit for the delay caused in supplying the complete RTI information to the complainant in one go as the RTI application of the complainant was dated 13.9.2011.  Sh. Kehar Singh, ADTO, earlier DTO Jalanhdar, was also directed to be present in person on 3.5.12.  It was observed that Sh.Kehar Singh, ADTO, Jalandhar did not care to comply with the orders of the Commission in any manner.


In view of these facts, he was afforded one more opportunity to comply with the directions of the Commission dated 3.5.2012.  


Though vide letter dated 17.7.12, Sh.Rajesh Kapil, complainant has given in writing that the entire information had been received by him from the PIO-cum-DTO, Jalandhar and does not want to contest further in this case as he had no further grievance with the PIO-cum-DTO Jalandhar and prayed to dispose of the case, but Sh.Kehar Singh, ADTO, then holding the charge of PIO-cum-DTO, Jalandhar, had not yet furnished any explanation in writing and by appearing in person has complied with directions given by Commission in orders dated 3.5.12 and 9.5.12, last opportunity was afforded to him to comply with these directions and case was adjourned to today for further proceedings.


To-day during hearing, Sh.Kehar Singh, ADTO, then holding the charge of PIO-cum-DTO, Jalandhar, has given in writing that he could not appear in the earlier hearings as he was facing serious family problems as his nephew was murdered by unknown persons and after that he was deputed on checking duties by the senior officers, but SO of the office was being deputed to comply with the orders of the Commission all the times. Keeping in view the explanation given by Sh.Kehar Singh, ADTO, then holding the charge of PIO-cum-DTO, Jalandhar, the show cause notice issued to him is dropped.

In the hearing of this case on 25.7.2012, Sh.Kulwinder Singh, Addl. Commissioner (Technical), MC, Jalandhar stated that the information sought by the Complainant is quite voluminous.  He had given in writing that more than 50% information had been provided to the Complainant and  the remaining information shall be supplied by him to the Complainant  within 10 days.  He further put forth apology for delayed information which was on account of involvement of quantum of work relating to almost three years back.  

After perusal of the case file, it was observed  that the Complainant vide RTI application dated 25.8.2010 sought information from PIO, O/o Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Jalandhar and even after directions of the Commission in its orders dated 20.3.12, 14.8.12, 10.5.12 and 19.6.12, only 50% information had been supplied by the Respondent-PIO.  Therefore, the Commission awarded a compensation of Rs.3,000/- (Rupees Three Thousand Only) to Sh. U.S. Kohli invoking the provision of Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, which was payable to him in the shape of bank draft by the Public Authority i.e. Department of Local Government, Punjab, Chandigarh. 

Further, PIO-cum-Jt.Commissioner, MC, Jalandhar was again directed to supply the point-wise, correct and duly attested remaining information to the complainant within a period of two weeks failing which the penalty proceedings as ordered in Commission’s orders dated 18.4.12 shall be initiated.
