Respondent has failed to provide the information to the Complainant inspite of many hearings in the Commission. Respondent has also not conducted proper enquiry regarding loss of record.  He has failed to fix the responsibility of serving official, rather he has put the entire blame on retired official Sh. Deputy Ram, Kanungo, in order to mislead the Commission

In view of the foregoing, I do not feel that imposition of penalty on the PIO is called for. This, however, does not absolve the public authority of its obligations to ensure that a proper mechanism is in place for maintaining revenue record. In this view of the matter, I am convinced that it would be in the fitness of things that the Complainant is suitable compensated for the detriment and financial loss suffered on account of the hearings which the Complainant had to attend before the Commission.  In the facts and circumstance, of the case, I award a sum of Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees Ten Thousand Only) to the Complainant under Section 19(8)(b) of the Act.  It is clarified that the amount of compensation shall be paid by the O/o Sub Divisional Magistrate, Mansa to the Complainant before the next date of hearing. Deputy Commissioner, Mansa shall ensure that the compensation awarded herein, is paid to the Complainant by the O/o Sub Divisional Magistrate, Mansa as directed in this case. He is also advised to instruct the revenue officials to properly maintain the revenue record failing which disciplinary action should be taken against the officials responsible for the loss of record.
