He is also issued a show cause notice under the provisions of Section 20(1)(2) of the RTI Act,2005 for providing incomplete information to the complainant and for causing willful delay intentionally. 



PIO shall file an affidavit explaining the delay in providing information and is also afforded an opportunity of being heard in this regard.

Vide RTI application dated 16.04.2012 addressed to Respondent No. 1, Sh. Jaswinder Singh sought the following information pertaining to  inquiry and decision in his  complaint sent on 02.02.2012: -

1.
Certified copies of payment of paddy, commission and labour etc. delayed to the Commission Agents (Arthias) of Ludhiana Distt. Along with reasons of delay submitted b y the concerned Inspectors/AFSO/DFSO;

2.
Certified copies of inquiry done in the complaint dated 02.02.2012 and letter of Director, Food & Civil Supplies, vide Memo. NO. SA (Banking)-B-4/2012/203 dated 15.02.2012 including decision on complaint and statements recorded.


Not satisfied with the reply received from the receipt PIO vide Memo. no. 2935 dated 05.05.2012, Sh. Jaswinder Singh filed first appeal before the First Appellate Authority on 15.06.2012 whereafter response dated 22.08.2012 was received from the respondent but it is alleged that no information had been provided.    The Second appeal has been preferred before the Commission, received in its office on 07.09.2012 and accordingly, notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today.


Sh. Jaswinder Singh is not present today nor has any communication been received from him. 


Sh. Gurdeep Singh, appearing on behalf of the respondent, stated tendered a letter no. 8184 dated 06.11.2012 addressed to the Commission enclosing therewith copy of  a letter no. 6216 dated 22.08.2012 whereby the requisite information has been provided to the applicant-appellant and his  signature obtained on a copy of the said letter in token of his having received the same.

The PIO is further directed to submit his explanation for the delay in the form of a self-attested affidavit apart from providing the pending information to the applicant-appellant within three weeks from today.

In this case, applicant-appellant Sh. Balbir Aggarwal, vide his RTI application dated 08.11.2011 addressed to the Zonal Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Zone-A, Ludhiana, had to sought to know the action taken on the directions given by the Hon’ble  Punjab & Haryana High Court vide order dated 25.07.2011 passed in CWP No. 13030 of 2011. 

 
After hearing the case in AC No. 148/12, the matter was remanded to the First Appellate Authority-cum- Commissioner, Municipal Corporation Zone ‘A’, Ludhiana with the direction to call the PIO concerned and hear the appellant who was also directed to appear before the FAA on 23.05.2012 and FAA was directed to ensure that point-wise, correct and duly authenticated information is provided to the appellant in all circumstances, within a period of 30 days from the said date.    It was also made clear that, no further leniency in the matter would be allowed.


It was also ordered that it shall be open to the appellant to approach the Commission in Second Appeal under Section 19(3) of the RTI Act, 2005, in case he is not satisfied with the outcome of the first appeal.

Sh. Balbir Aggarwal, vide letter dated 29.06.2012, received in Commission's office on 04.07.2012 had prayed for reopening of his case for providing him the demanded information.  Hence, this application of the appellant was treated as 2nd appeal and the case was last heard on 16.08.2012 and later it came to be posted for today.

Today, Sh. Jagdev Singh Sekhon, appearing on behalf of the respondent, stated that vide order dated 25.07.2011 referred to above, the Hon’ble High Court had directed the Corporation to pass a speaking order, within three months from the date of receipt of a copy of the order.   This was duly complied with by the respondent Corporation by passing a speaking order dated 22.12.2011 a copy whereof has also been provided to Sh. Balbir Aggarwal.    He submitted a copy of the said order dated 22.12.2011 for records of the Commission.

 
Perusal of the case file and the documents makes it amply clear that complete information as per original RTI application of Sh. Aggarwal stands provided.   In case any further clarification in the matter is required, he is at liberty to file a fresh application with the respondents.


In view of the facts that complete information to the satisfaction of the applicant-appellant stands provided, the case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed of.
