So-far as departmental or legal action against any individual for alleged illegal acts is concerned; it is for the appropriate authorities to proceed against the guilty.  It is not in the domain of the Commission to enquire into such cases.  The information-seeker submits that he had approached the police authorities who have not registered a case/FIR inspite of his request due to extraneous consideration. If this is true, it would be a very serious matter requiring inquiry by Senior Police Official.
