ORDER

1.

The case was last heard on 26.05.2009, when it was directed that Sh. K.S. Kahlon, Legal Advisor-cum-PIO, Sh. K.P. Singh, APIO-A, Sh. Girdhari Lal, Supdt. Advertisement will attend the proceedings along with the affidavit otherwise action will be taken under Section 20(1) & (2) and Section 19(8)(b).
2.

The question which falls for determination in the instant case is whether the respondent PIO is liable to be penalized under Section 20 of the RTI Act, 2005 for causing delay in supplying the information and also whether the appellant is entitled to be compensated for the loss and detriment suffered by him on account of delayed supply of information. 

3.

The back drop facts of the case are that the application seeking information, in the instant case, was filed on 10.09.2008. Thereafter, first appeal was filed by the appellant on 18.10.08 and on his grievances not being redressed
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by the first appellate authority, he filed instant second appeal before the Commission on 21.11.2008. After filing of the appeal before the Commission by the appellant the information was supplied by the respondent on 16.02.2009 vide memo No.406/APIO-A/RTI/D running into four sheets. The learned counsel on behalf of the appellant stated in the Court on 17.02.2009 that he is satisfied with information supplied, but he is not satisfied with the working of the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana. He stated that Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana at all not serious, about RTI Act as thousands of applications for seeking information are lying pending. They initiate action only when hearing notice from the Commission is received. He pleaded that suitable instructions be issued to the Local Govt. Department and the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana to tone up RTI Cell in Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana and he has pleaded that action under Section 20(2) of the RTI, 2005 be taken against the first appellate authority under Punjab Government Conduct Rules as he did not take any action on the first appeal with him on 18.10.2008. 

4.

The resume of facts given hereinabove shows that there is delay almost four months in supplying of information complete in all respects.  Keeping in view the huge delay caused by the respondents, in supplying of information penalty should be imposed upon PIO. However taking a lenient view in view of the affidavits submitted by the PIO and other respondents we impose no penalty upon the respondent PIO because of the reason that they provided the information complete in all respects after collecting it from all the zones of the Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana. It is only a case of incompetence on the part of the PIO that the information could not be supplied within time. We do not see any malafides on the part of the PIO in serving the RTI request of the applicant it is for this reason that we have taken a lenient view. 
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5.

Apart from the imposition of penalty, we deem it to be a fit case for awarding compensation to the appellant under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005. The record of the case discloses that the applicant has attended four hearings in the instant case before the Commission. He being a resident  of Ludhiana has had to travel to Chandigarh for the purpose on each occasion. In these circumstances, in our view, ends of justice would met by awarding a compensation of Rs. 2000/- (Rs. Two Thousand only) to the appellant for the loss and detriment suffered by him on account of delay caused in supplying the information. 

6.

We direct that the respondent public authority shall pay a sum of Rs. 2000/- (Rs. Two Thousand only) by way of compensation to the applicant within 15 days of the receipt of these orders through demand draft.   

7.

We also in exercise of our powers under Section 20(2) of the RTI Act, 2005,  recommend that suitable disciplinary action be taken against the following persons :-



(i)  Shri K.S. Kahlon, Legal Adviser-cum-PIO;



(ii)  Shri K.P.Singh, APIO(A) (deemed PIO);





(iii)  Shri Girdhari Lal, Superintendent, Advertisement,(deemed PIO)
for having committeed dereliction of duty and failure to comply with the requirements of the RTI Act.

1.

The Deputy Registrar, SIC may assign AC instead of CC as the appellant has filed an appeal with the first appellat authority.

Shri R.S.Sidhu filed an application with the PIO of office of DPI(SE) on 12.11.2008.  After getting no response, he filed an appeal with the first appellate authority on 07.03.2009.  After getting no response from the PIO as well as the first appellate authority, he filed second appeal with the Commission on 02.04.2009 which was received in Commission office on the same date against receipt No. 4767.

2.

The appellant has demanded information regarding his selection against serial number 167 in the general category (Medical) of Science Masters.  
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Appellant has asked for specific information it would have been supplied within a period of 30 days as per the Right to Information Act, 2005.  However, PIO as well as the first  appellat authority has taken a period of seven months to supply the information.  The Commission has taken a very serious view as the first appellate authority has not issued even a notice to supply the information. It is directed that on the next date of hearing, the PIO of office of DPI(SE) will attend the proceedings in person along with the affidavit explaining the reasons why the information has not been supplied within 30 days being specific information asked by the appellant.  The ld. Counsel  on behalf of appellant pleads that action be taken against the PIO under Section 20(1) and impose a penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day on the PIO for not supplying the information  and compensation under Section 19(8)(b) for determent suffered lby him for not getting the information till today.

3.

We, therefore, call upon the Respondent-PIO  to show cause why penalty be not imposed upon him under Section 20 (I) of the RTI Act, 2005 for delay in supplying the information.  He is also directed to show cause why suitable compensation be not awarded to the complainant under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act for the detriment and loss suffered by him on account of delay in the supply of information. The respondent is directed to file his affidavit 
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showing cause as aforementioned within 15 days of the receipt of this Order with a copy to the opposite party.
4.

The case is fixed for further hearing on 16-07-2009.
