Respondent states that sought for information has been supplied to the Appellant. She further states that Commission did not provide any opportunity of hearing before awarding the compensation.   
In view of this, she prays that the order awarding the compensation be recalled and the matter be considered afresh after affording opportunity of hearing to the Respondent.

In the order dated 16.10.08, the Head Mistress, Arya Kanya Vidhyala, Kharar was asked to explain why action under Section 20, RTI Act 2005 be not  taken for failure to supply the information in time. The replies of the PIO submitted during the various hearings were considered before awarding the compensation to the Appellant.  It is true that while calling upon the Respondent to show cause why penalty be not imposed under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act 2005, no mention regarding why compensation be not awarded was made. However, I am of the view that the omission in this behalf is of no consequence. The relevant factors for the imposition of penalty and the award of compensation would almost be identical.  No useful purpose would, thus, be served by 
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recalling the order dated 25.09.09 only for affording a formal hearing on the issue why the compensation be not awarded when an opportunity to show cause has already been given under Section 20(1) RTI Act 2005.  It is trite law that the rules of natural justice are not to be put in a strait jacket. These rules need to be moulded as per the requirements of the situation.  In the instant case recalling the order awarding the compensation for further opportunity of hearing would be a futile exercise.  The Respondent is only making desperate efforts to delay the inevitable.

In view of the foregoing, the request for a review/recall of the order awarding compensation is declined. The Respondent is directed to make the payment of compensation as expeditiously as possible.

(iii) Images of all circulars, notice and orders issued by the Principal to the staff members, students or to the both to till date from 01.01.2005.

(iv) Images of the diary and dispatch register/order book to till date from 01.01.2008”.

On not receiving information to his satisfaction, he filed the instant complaint with the Commission. During the hearing dated 17.07.09, Respondent stated that some more time be allowed to furnish the information to the Complainant. In the hearing dated 24.08.09, Respondent provided some information to the Complainant. Complainant was asked to point out the deficiencies, if any, in the information provided. Complainant vide his letter dated 09.09.2009 pointed out the following deficiencies:-
“(i)
Against item No. 1, some of the attendance sheets for the year 2005, 2006, 2007, 2008 & 2009 were missing. Photocopies of the attendance register of the College  Teaching Staff/Adhoc/Temporary and part time were not provided.
(ii) Against item No. 2, the Leave record and On duty records of teaching and non teaching employees (permanent, regular, temporary, part time and Adhoc) had not been provided.
(iii)
Against item No. 3, information  regarding copies of the circulars and notices issued to the teaching, Non teaching staff  members  and students were not provided from 01.01.2005”..

4.
In the hearing dated 15.09.09, Complainant stated that information provided by the Respondent regarding attendance of the staff is tempered with. Staff members who were absent on certain dates have been marked present. To prove his allegations, he has submitted photographs of the attendance slips.
5.
PIO has filed an affidavit submitting that information as requested by the Complainant was provided. According to him, the information provided is correct and the same was given from the original record and that there is no tempering with the official record. He also states that the leave register of the staff is not available. 
6.
Respondent has not given any cogent reason for the delay in providing the information.  Information was delayed by more than seven months. He is again directed to explain reasons for delay in providing the information. 
7.
Complainant states that false affidavit has been filed by the PIO. The information provided is incomplete  and wrong. He further states that the Principal has misused government grant by giving salaries to certain staff members showing them to be present and also not maintaining leave register
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7.
In order to ascertain whether correct information has been provided or whether the record has been tempered with, it would be appropriate that an enquiry is conducted in the matter. I, therefore, recommend to the Secretary (Education) to probe the matter  and  to take appropriate action by inquiring into the alleged misuse  of government  grant by the College authorities and submit a report regarding any action taken by his office in this regard to the Commission before the next date of hearing. The Complainant, Sh. Kulwinder Singh Saini, is also advised to submit the documents regarding his allegations that record has been tempered with to the Secretary (Education).
