Appellant vide his RTI application dated 20.01.2012 addressed to Secretary to Govt. of Punjab, Department of School Education, Chandigarh sought certain information on five points regarding promotion given to Shri Harcharan Dass, s/o Sh. Jagdish Singh, Lecturer Mathematic, now Principal, Government Senior Secondary School Masewal, District Ropar, retrospectively w.e.f. 06.11.1991.  The said RTI application of the appellant was transferred by the Education-II Branch to the DPI(SE), Punjab, Chandigarh under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005 vide letter No. 1576 dated 22.02.2012 for supplying the information directly to the appellant.  
 
Failing to get any information within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the FAA-cum-Secretary (School Education), Punjab vide letter dated 1.3.2012 and preferred 2nd appeal with the Commission, received in it on 29.05.2012 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 14.08.2012 whereafter the case was posted to 27.08.2012, 03.10.2012 and 07.11.2012, when it was stated by the respondent that the information stands supplied to the appellant vide letter dated 17.09.2012.   However, the compensation amounting to Rs. 3,000/- awarded in favour of the appellant vide order dated 27.08.2012 had not still been paid.   Sh. Bhagwant Singh, appearing on behalf of the respondent PIO had submitted that this direction would be duly complied with. 


A communication dated 24.12.2012 has been received from the Asstt. Director (SE), Punjab indicating that draft no. 975250 amounting to Rs. 3,000/- has been sent to the appellant per registered post on 21.12.2012.  A photocopy of the relevant postal receipt has also been submitted, which is taken on record.  


Complete and relevant information already stands provided to the appellant as recorded in the order dated 07.11.2012.

Complainant vide RTI application dated 24.07.2011, addressed to PIO, O/o Punjab State Board of Technical Education & Industrial Training, Sector 36-A, Chandigarh, sought the certificate for the Punjabi Steno course of Smt. Harjinder Kaur, Registration No. 9713357504, Session  1997-98, for which the result was declared on December 16, 1998.  


On receipt of this RTI application, the Asstt. PIO, Office of Punjab State Board of Technical Education & Industrial Training, Sector 36-A, Chandigarh, vide letter dated 21.10.2011 sent some information to the complainant under registered cover.  Being not satisfied with the provided information, the complainant filed a complaint with the Commission, received in it on 17.04.2012, and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 05.07.2012.


Passing through various stages, it was recorded in the hearing dated 07.11.2012 that though a copy of the requisite certificate had been provided to the applicant-complainant, the same indicated the marks as 209/400 while, as per the complainant, it should have been 209/300.      Respondent was accordingly directed to take correctional measures in the matter. 


Today, Sh. Sandeep Bajaj, appearing on behalf of the respondent, stated that he had brought the corrected certificate to the Commission for onward delivery to the complainant.   Since the complainant is not present, the respondent is directed to mail the same to the complainant by registered post and present a copy of the relevant postal receipt before the Commission, on the next date fixed.   A photocopy of the certificate has been taken on record.


It is apparent that application for information was submitted on 24.07.2011 and practically, the correct information has been provided only today i.e. 02.01.2013.  Thus there is an inordinate delay of over a year and six months which is against the very spirits of the RTI Act, 2005.

Therefore, PIO - Dr. A.S. Arunachala, Registrar, office of Punjab State Board of Technical Education & Indl. Training, Sector 36-A, Chandigarh is hereby issued a show cause notice as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on him till the information is furnished.  


In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte. 


PIO is further directed to ensure his personal presence on the next date fixed and make written submissions, if any, in response to the show cause notice, failing which further steps including initiation of disciplinary proceedings shall be taken, as per relevant provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.

Shri Lachhman Kumar vide RTI application dated 06.06.2012 addressed to the PIO-cum-District Manager, Punjab State Civil Supplies Corporation, Ltd. (PUNSUP), Barra Street, Patiala Gate, Sangrur sought the following information:-

“Copy of account of Firm Krishna Rice Mills, Tappa VRN03521052217 for the period from 01.04.1993 to 31.03.1996 containing details of Paddy milled, dates of all payments made to said firm, rice received by department, cheque dates, balance amount with department with any, paddy issued to firm, tax deducted at source, etc.”

Failing to get information within the mandated period of 30 days under the provisions of Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, the complainant filed complaint before the Commission, received in it on 05.09.2012 and accordingly, the notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 08.11.2012 when it was observed the information sent by the respondent to the complainant vide letter no. 4696 dated 25.09.2012 was incomplete and as such, a show cause notice was issued to Sh. Harinder Singh, PIO-cum-Senior Auditor who was directed to make written submissions in the form of an affidavit and to appear before the Commission in today’s hearing.   However, none of the directions of the Commission have been complied with.     Neither Sh. Harinder Singh has put in appearance nor has any written response received from him.


One last opportunity is afforded to the respondent PIO Sh. Harinder Singh to appear before the Commission on the next date fixed and make written submissions in the form of an affidavit explaining the delay caused.


In the meantime, the complainant Sh. Lachhman Kumar is also directed to point out the deficiencies, if any, in the information provided and communicate the same to the respondent, within a period of ten days, failing which it will be construed that he is satisfied with the information and further proceedings in the matter shall be taken accordingly.

Vide RTI application dated 16.04.2012 addressed to Respondent No. 1, Sh. Jaswinder Singh sought the following information pertaining to  inquiry and decision in his  complaint sent on 02.02.2012: -

1.
Certified copies of payment of paddy, commission and labour etc. delayed to the Commission Agents (Arthias) of Ludhiana Distt. Along with reasons of delay submitted b y the concerned Inspectors/AFSO/DFSO;

2.
Certified copies of inquiry done in the complaint dated 02.02.2012 and letter of Director, Food & Civil Supplies, vide Memo. NO. SA (Banking)-B-4/2012/203 dated 15.02.2012 including decision on complaint and statements recorded.


Not satisfied with the reply received from the PIO vide Memo. no. 2935 dated 05.05.2012, Sh. Jaswinder Singh filed first appeal before the First Appellate Authority on 15.06.2012 whereafter response dated 22.08.2012 was received from the respondent but it is alleged that no information had been provided.    The Second appeal has been preferred before the Commission, received in its office on 07.09.2012 and accordingly, notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 08.11.2012 when it was recorded that information on point no. 1 had not been provided and PIO-cum-District Food & Civil Supplies Controller, Ludhiana Shri Lokesh Sharma was directed to provide the information to the appellant on Point No.1 and a show cause notice was also issued to the PIO - Sh. Lovkesh Sharma, DFSC, Ludhiana (West) who was directed to make written submissions in the form of an affidavit and to appear before the Commission in today’s hearing.   However, it is observed that through written submissions have been made by PIO-cum-DFSC, Ludhiana, Sh. Lovkesh Sharma, neither he appeared and explained the reasons for delay in supplying the information as RTI application filed way back on 16.4.2012, nor supplied any information in writing in clear terms on Point No.1. 

One last opportunity is afforded to the respondent PIO Sh. Lovkesh Sharma to appear before the Commission on the next date fixed and make oral submissions explaining the reasons for delay in providing information. 

It is also observed that though the application for information was submitted as early as 16.04.2012, complete information has not so far been provided to the appellant Sh. Jaswinder Singh.  Therefore, in the interest of justice, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, the Commission awards a compensation to the tune of Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees Five Thousand Only) in favour of Sh. Jaswinder Singh, for the loss and other detriments suffered by him in seeking RTI information, which is to be paid by the Public Authority through Director, Food, Civil Supplies & Consumer Affairs, Punjab, within a month’s time and a copy of the receipt obtained from the appellant be produced before the Commission on the next date fixed, for its records.


PIO-cum-DFSC Shri Lovkesh Sharma is once again directed to supply information on Point No.1 to the appellant free of cost within a period of one week. 

Matter regarding imposition of penalty for the delay caused shall be taken up in the subsequent hearing, after receipt of necessary response, if any, from Sh. Lovkesh Sharma.

Appellant vide his RTI application dated 27.02.2012, addressed to PIO, Office of Commissioner of police, Ludhiana, sought information on Eight points relating to Fire-arms deposited in police stations or with arms-dealers in Ludhiana District pursuant to Election Code of Conduct in the wake of assembly Election in Punjab on 30.01.2012. Appellant vide his RTI application dated 26.11.2011, addressed to the Food and Supply Officer, Nabha, Distt. Patiala sought certified information pertaining to Ration depots falling in village Chhilanwala, village Daladi (Block Nabha) and of Block Thuhi in Nabha Sub-Division. Failing to get any response within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority vide letter dated 7.2.2012 and approached the Commission by filing 2nd appeal, received in it on 23.7.12 and accordingly, a notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 25.9.2012 when the case was adjourned to 16.11.2012 for further proceedings when Sh. Raghunandan, Inspector, appearing on behalf of the respondents, stated that complete information running into about 500 pages had already been sent to the appellant vide letter no. 1489 dated 15.10.2012 under a registered cover.   Accordingly, appellant was directed to peruse the information and communicate to the respondent, if there were any deficiencies in the information provided. 


Appellant is not present today nor has anything to the contrary been heard from him.   It appears he is satisfied.


Therefore, the case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed of.
