Details of grants received for laying sewerage lines in village Dharampura.


Vide Memo. No. 30/PIO dated 19.07.2012, respondent provided the requisite information to Sh. Dhingi.


First appeal with respondent no. 2 i.e. First Appellate Authority was filed who called upon both the parties to appear before it on 19.09.2012.   The Second Appeal has been preferred before the Commission, received in its office on 22.11.2012. 


First appellate authority took up the appeal for hearing on 19.09.2012 when no one appeared for the appellant.   Though the perusal of the case file indicated that the information stood provided by the PIO vide letter dated 19.07.2012, the PIO was once again directed to provide complete information to the applicant within a week’s time. 


Respondent No. 1 – PIO, Municipal Council, Dhuri, vide Memo. No. 2660 dated 29.11.2012 wrote to the Regional Deputy Director, Urban Local Bodies, Patiala informing that the requisite complete information had already been mailed to the appellant under the cover of their Memo. No. 30/PIO dated 19.07.2012.   Necessary details were also contained in the said communication, a copy whereof has also been endorsed to Sh. Gurdeep Singh, the appellant. 


Perusal of the case file indicates that point-wise complete information provided vide Memo. dated 19.07.2012 is in accordance with the application dated 25.06.2012.


Appellant stated that he wanted further clarifications in the matter which is beyond the application for information.  As such, he has been advised to file a fresh application for the purpose.

Vide RTI application dated 21.09.2012, Sh. Krishan Lal sought to know the action taken on letter dated 02.12.2011 sent to the respondent by Mata Sahib Kaur Public School, Swara (Distt. Mohali) seeking permission for CLU (Change of land use) on the basis of order passed by the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court, Chandigarh in CWP 1384/2008,stating that the said order had attained finality and despite lapse of a period of nine months, no response had been received by him from the respondent. 


Respondent, vide Memo. no. 2601 dated 26.09.2012 transferred the application of the applicant-complainant to the PIO, office of Chief Town planner, Mohali in terms of Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005.


It is further the case of Sh. Krshan Lal that he even sent a reminder on 16.11.2012 to the office of Chief Town Planner, Mohali as well as GMADA.


A letter no. 26 dated 21.01.2013 has been received from the respondent enclosing therewith copies of various communications informing the applicant that the letter dated 02.12.2011 for CLU is under their consideration.


During the proceedings today, respondent submitted that complete information as per the application dated 21.09.2012 has already been provided to Sh. Krishan Lal.  He also tendered copy of Memo.  no. 1444 dated 28.12.2012 intimating the complainant the latest position in the matter.


Perusal of the case file indicates that point-wise complete information provided vide Memo. No. 1370 dated 20.11.2012 is in accordance with the application dated 21.09.2012.


Complainant    stated that he wanted further clarifications in the matter which is beyond the application for information.  As such, he has been advised to file a fresh application for the purpose.


If the complainant is still dissatisfied, he is at liberty to approach the first appellate authority in terms of Section 19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 whereafter he has the remedy of approaching the Commission in second appeal, as per provisions of Section 19(3) of the Act.

What is the total price of one acre land to be paid by Cooperative Society above mentioned?  How many instalments have been deposited by the Society for the said nazool land to be transferred to it?   What is the total number of instalments to be paid? 

3.
Is the present title of ownership transferred to Cooperative Society is restricted or completed?

4.
How much land owned by the said Cooperative Society has been acquired under the Land Acquisition Act either by the State or Centre?   Has the amount of compensation been paid / received by the said Cooperative Society?


The application of the applicant was transferred to the APIO-cum-Tehsildar, Sunam, vide Memo. No. 1823 (undated).   However, as per the applicant-complainant, the same is dated 20.11.2012.


The present complaint has been filed with the Commission, received in its office on 07.12.2012.


Sh. Baljinder Singh stated that no information has so far been provided to him by the respondent. 


Sh. Jaswinder Singh, appearing on behalf of the respondent, submitted that he has, only yesterday, been advised to attend the hearing today and that he is not conversant with the facts of the case. 


Since the application of the complainant has been transferred to the Tehsildar, Sunam-APIO – Sh. Harbans Singh Sekhon, he is afforded another opportunity to appear before the Commission on the next date fixed along with complete relevant records for perusal and to ascertain the requirement of the complainant for information.  


He shall also explain in writing the reasons for non-provision of the requisite information till date by way of a duly sworn affidavit.    He shall ensure his personal presence on the next date fixed.


Any further delay in the matter shall be viewed seriously and may attract invocation of the stringent punitive provisions of the RTI Act, 2005, which should be noted carefully.

Tilak Raj Paul, received in its office on 10.10.2012 asserting that information sought by him under the RTI Act, 2005 vide his application dated 17.07.2012 had not been provided by the respondent. The commodities allocated to Nakodar, Shahkot, Kartarpur, Adampur, Bhogpur, Phillaur;

5.
How many petrol pumps and gas agencies were acted against and fined, from January 2011 to June, 2012?  Provide documents.

6.
How many depot holders were acted against, from January 2011 to June, 2012?  Provide documents.

7.
Action taken against Indra Filling Station, Rama Mandi who had adulterated water in the diesel.   Provide documents.


In the earlier hearing dated 26.12.2012, respondents had submitted that the requisite information had been sent to the applicant vide Memo. no. 8861 dated 24.12.2012 a copy whereof was also placed on record.   Since the complainant was not present, he was afforded an opportunity to correspond with the respondent in case any point was not clear to him.


Today, Sh. Tilak Raj Paul submitted that he has not received any such communication from the respondent.


In the circumstances, respondent PIO – DFSC, Jalandhar shall file a duly sworn affidavit to the effect that complete and correct information as per the records has been provided to Sh. Paul and that no more information is pending in the records which could be provided to the complainant in response to his application dated 17.07.2012.

In the present case, vide RTI application dated 28.06.2012 addressed to respondent no. 1, Sh. Jagshir Singh had sought information on 6 points pertaining to faulty TDS returns leading to non-credit of TDS amount to the beneficiary firms and delay in delivering TDS forms (Form 16 A)


First appeal with respondent no. 2 has been filed on 01.07.2012.


Respondent No. 1, vide Memo. no. 5439 dated 30.07.2012, informed the applicant that it had neither made any deductions from the commission agents nor issued form 16 of TDS since 2003.

 
The second appeal had been preferred before the Commission, received in its office on 08.10.2012.

Under serial no. 1 of the application, the appellant has sought certified copies of TDS returns filed in respect of Ludhiana District in general and for areas of Raikot, Jagraon and Mullanpur Dakha in particular.  He had sought this information date-wise, commission agent / rice miller-wise.


Since in the application for information, no larger public interest has been pleaded by the applicant-appellant,  this information being related to third party cannot be provided in terms in view of the judgment dated 03.10.2012 passed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India. 


Respondents submitted that the remaining information has already been provided to the appellant vide communications dated 19.12.2012 and 30.01.2013 by the District Manager, PUNGRAIN, Ludhiana apart from others.


Perusal of the case file suggests that complete information as per the application dated 28.06.2012 except information on point no. 1 which has not been permitted, stands provided to the appellant.    In case he requires any further clarification, he can approach the respondents for the same.  


In the earlier hearing dated 27.12.2012, a show cause notice had been issued to the PIO – Sh. Lovkesh Sharma, DFSC, Ludhiana.  In view of the fact that most of the information had to be provided by the PIO, PUNGRAIN, respondent no. 3, the same is foregone.


Since complete information as per application dated 28.06.2012 stands provided to Sh. Jagshir Singh, the case is hereby ordered to be closed and disposed of.
