The Complainant vide his letter dated 19.05.2008, addressed to the PIO, MC, Fazilka, had sought information on 05 points pertaining to building by laws in the town.

The first hearing in this case was held on 20.03.2009, today is the 8th hearing in this case and it is for the first time that any representative of the Respondent has appeared.  It is the PIO himself, who offers no tenable arguments/reasons why no one had appeared all those nine months.

On persistent questioning, he submits a letter dated 12.06.2008, which he says was sent to the Complainant in response to his RTI application of 19.05.2008.  It was brought to the notice of the Respondent that the Complainant, Mr. Navdeep Kumar Asija had appeared in person on 26.06.2009, when he had stated that he has not received any information.   Also, a perusal of the file shows there is nothing on record to confirm delivery of the demanded information, save for a vague letter of 24.04.2009, addressed to the Commission, which is silent on 12.06.2008 letter purported to have been sent to the Complainant.

On 20.03.2009, the Respondent PIO was served a show cause notice under Section 20(1) as to why penalty be not imposed upon him for not supplying the information.  He was directed to submit an Affidavit to the Commission.  Despite several opportunities having been given to the Respondent to submit his Affidavit and supply information to the Complainant, the PIO has filed the Affidavit only today.  The same is taken on record.

In the Affidavit Mr. Rajesh Kumar describes himself as “Assistant” PIO, whereas, in a fax message to the Commission on 15.10.2009, he has signed as “PIO”

Again, on 17.07.2009, in the order yet an additional opportunity was given to the PIO, Mr. Rajesh Kumar.  Para 03 of the order is reproduced;


“In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also, hereby, given an opportunity under Section 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed (21.08.2009), it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte”

A copy of this order was also sent to the Deputy Commissioner, Ferozepur.  Despite a copy of the order dated 18.09.2009 being also sent to the Deputy Commissioner, Ferozepur, the PIO concerned remained recalcitrant. In view of the negligence shown by the PIO delaying/denying supply of information his lackadaisical attitude in dealing/ignoring orders of the Commission and not even informing about what action has been taken on the Complainant’s RTI request, a penalty of Rs. 10,000/- (Rupees Ten Thousand Only) is imposed upon Mr. Rajesh Kumar, PIO, Municipal Council, Fazilka.  He will deposit the money in the treasury in two equal installments of Rs. 5000/- each and send a receipt there of to the Commission before 04.01.2010.
