The representative of the respondent  submitted that the inquiry  in this case  has been  completed  on 17.10.2012   and a copy of the inquiry report has been given to the complainant  on 26.10.2012.  He also  submits the receipt of the same obtained from the complainant.



The Commission received a letter dated  3.10.2012 from the  complainant stating therein that  she was provided with no information   but  02 (two)  constables came to her on 01.10.2012  and had  taken her signatures on blank papers.  The Commission takes a very serious note of this blatant misuse of  power. Instead of helping  the old woman of about 70-75 years, she was put to mental tension.

 The RTI application,  addressed to D.C., dated  22.02.2012, was subsequently transferred  to the SSP office on 03.04.2012.  Since then  the complainant had   repeatedly sought information i.e. action taken on her application dated  3.10.2011.  The  first response  from the  SSP’s office as per the official record was sent on  10.04.2012 stating that the contentious  complaint  was  under investigation.  The complainant has not  acknowledged  it.  However,  since then the PIO office had  adopted  silence  over  the  complaint  as  well as RTI application. This amounts to wilful delaying and denial of the information by the PIO-Respondent.



The Commission takes a serious note of inordinate delay in supplying the  information by the PIO / APIO-Respondent to the  complainant.  The RTI application is dated 22.02.2012 but the PIO / APIO-respondent has  supplied the demanded information  after a  lapse of about more than seven months.  

 
 
This action of PIO / APIO-respondent amounts to wilful  and deliberate delay and denial of  information to the  complainant  as well as non-compliance of the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 warranting  action by invoking the stringent provisions of the  Act ibid.  It is confirmed that  S.S.P is the  PIO.



PIO,  Mr. Sukhchain Singh Gill,SSP,  is hereby issued show cause notice under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 as to why  penalty @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to a maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on him till the information is actually  furnished.   

 

The PIO-respondent is directed to submit his reply in the form of affidavit  giving reasons  for delaying and denying the  supply of requisite information to the applicant  before the next date of hearing.



In addition to the written reply, the PIO-Respondent is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail   himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte. 



The PIO-Respondent is further directed  to be personally  present  at the next date of hearing failing which the Commission will be constrained  to take serious note of  defiance of  its directions.

He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte.

 is directed to furnish the information to the appellant before the next date of hearing.  The PIO is further directed to be personally present alongwith reply of show cause notice on the next date of hearing.
