The order in this case was reserved on  29.06.2009.

The issue to be decided in this case is whether the Respondent, Punjab Tractors Limited, is a ‘public authority’ within the  provisions of Section 2 (h) of the Right to Information Act, 2005, which reads as follows:-

“public authority” means any authority or body  or institution of self-government established or constituted –

(a) by or under  the Constitution;

(b) by any other law made by Parliament;

(c) by any other law made by State Legislature;

(d) by notification issued or order made by the  appropriate  Government, and includes any –

(i) body owned, controlled or substantially financed;

(ii) non –Government Organisation substantially financed, directly or indirectly by funds provided by the appropriate Government. 
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3.

The Applicant was asked to submit  in writing  establishing that the Respondent is a ‘ public authority’.  The Applicant, vide his letter dated 20.04.2009,  based his arguments on the following 05 points :-

1)
M/S Punjab Tractors Ltd. had received the land on concession from Punjab Govt. for the set up of the tractor Plant.          

2)
M/S  Punjab Tractors Ltd. is registered with Department of Scientific & Industrial Research (DSIR)  for In-house R&D list at Sr.No.955  TU/IV-RD/335 dt. 25.3.2009.
 
3)
On the recommendation of  DSIR, M/S PTL avail the benefits from 


the government in the form of Accelerated depreciation Allowance 


on Plant & Machinery set up based  on indigenous technology 


under rule 5(2) of I.T. rules.
4)
Custom duty/Excise duty exemption for imports/indigenous 


procurement at equipment, consumables, raw material etc. required 
for in-house R&D.

Excise duty exemption for patented product. 

4.

The Respondent was asked to give his observations/comments on the Applicant’s observations.  In response to this the Respondent submitted his comments on 17.06.2009, 20.07.2009  and  23.07.2009.                     
5.

From the perusal of the observations/comments filed by the parties concerned the following points emerge which are taken up ad seriatim :-
(i)
Regarding Respondent having got land on concession from the Punjab Government, the Respondent submits that Punjab Tractors Ltd. alongwith other industries like  Mollins of India Ltd. was allotted 
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an industrial plot in the year 1970 at the prevailing market rates then.

(ii)
There is on record a copy of the Respondent-Company’s “Annual Report -2007”/ balance- sheet  for 2006-07, which indicate the composition of Board/shareholding of the Respondent-company.  The documents show that the Respondent is a public Limited Company, registered under the Companies Act, wherein, Mahindra & Mahindra Limited Company is holding 64.64% equity share.
iii)
The Respondent is neither established under the Constitution nor law made by  Parliament or State Legislature, therefore,  it is not covered under RTI Act.  Also there is no notification or order by the appropriate government applying the provisions of the RTI Act to the Company.
iv)
The Respondent  company is not financed at all by the funds from an appropriate government.  The concessions referred to by the Applicant are  benefits granted by the Govt  of India under the schemes for promoting  industrial research and development, commercialization of technologies, acquisition,  management and export  of technologies  besides  promotion of  consultancy capabilities  etc. etc.  
v)
The incentives received by the Respondent-Company  as per the contention of the Applicant are in lieu of the  establishment of in-house research and development in the industry.  And these incentives cannot by any stretch  of imagination establish as substantially financing of the Respondent-Company. Under the 
M.R.No.2 of 2009


-4-

scheme framed by the Department of Scientific  and Industrial Research, Ministry of Science and Technology, certain concessions in terms of tax benefits are  granted by the Govt. of India as also there are deductions available to each assessee whether private or government.  Even deduction @ 40% of the depreciation  is permissible.  This is no different from the deductions available to other assesses and these are not in the nature of any finances by  an appropriate government.
6.

In so far as the Applicant’s  contention about exemptions of custom/excise duty in force/business,  procurement etc. etc. required for in-house research and development, the Respondent  says no such benefits have ever been availed of.  Also insofar as exemptions on excise duty on  the patented product, the Respondent says that no such benefit has ever been availed by the Respondent. 


Thus there is no evidence on record of any substantial  direct or indirect funding.



7.

In view of the foregoing and from the material placed on record, I am of the view that the Respondent-Company does not qualify to be a  ‘public authority’  and Respondent’s  averments are in consonance with the provisions of Section 2 (h) of the Right to Information Act, 2005, since Respondent is not a  public authority, as per Section 2 (h), therefore,  the case is dismissed.
