The complainant stated that she had been to the  office of the  Respondent  in compliance to the directions of the Commission but  was shown only partial record. When she identified a part of the same for supplying  copies, she was refused on the ground that the information cannot be  provided in parts since the onus of providing the entire record was on the Respondent-PIO which was  not submitted.  The PIO cannot find fault  with the complainant for identifying a part  of the record.  The PIO-Respondent  is warned to supply the information  as per provisions of the RTI Act, 2005 without delay.



Both the complainant and the Respondent  have  agreed to meet and the complainant would visit  Respondent’s office on 29.11.2012 at 10.00 A.M. to inspect the record and the  Respondent would be duty-bound to supply the requisite information identified by the complainant.  This is the last opportunity  given to the Respondent and he  should ensure that entire requisite record is placed  for inspection before the complainant.
