Today is the 7th hearing in this case.  The Complainant has sought certain information through RTI Act about the private driving schools on  26.12.2008.

 Mr. Raman Kumar,  S.O., who has appeared on behalf of the Respondent, does not know  on what date the RTI request was received in the office and is also ignorant about the information sought.   Asked if the office has been  receiving  the orders passed by the  Commission, he is unsure of the same. Mr. Raman Kumar also fails to show whether specific information on the 03 points  has been  supplied to the Complainant.
3.

Vide my order dated 08.04.2009,  the information required to be given to the Complainant was specifically mentioned in para 05 and  this  was to be given on 03 points.  So far this information has not been provided.   In the order dated 07.10.2009, for the convenience of the Respondent, these 03 points were again reiterated and past and present D.T.Os. Mr. G.S. Pannu and Mr. N.S. Brar, respectively,  were specifically  asked to showcause  and submit  affidavits within  two weeks as to why penalty be not imposed upon them for not supplying the information.  In the hearing on 04.11.2009, this order was reiterated since neither of the two  D.T.Os-cum-PIOs were present nor had submitted their respective affidavits despite order dated 07.10.2009 and  copies of that order having been sent to the Deputy Commissioners of Mansa and Ferozepur.

Mr. G.S. Pannu,  ex-DTO-cum-PIO, Mansa, who is at present  S.D.M. Ferozepur,  has submitted an affidavit dated 25.11.2009.  In the affidavit he states in para 01 that he has been  working as S.D.M. Ferozepur with effect from  24.02.2009 and has held additional charge as D.T.O.-PIO, Mansa.

In para 2 of the affidavit, Mr. Pannu says  that in the present case, CC-234-2009, he did not receive any request  for information and he had left the charge as D.T.O. on 15.01.2009. He has also stated in para 3 that he has now learnt that D.T.O., Mansa has supplied the information to the Complainant. The Complainant, who is a heart patient and is present, denies having received any information. The present D.T.O., Mansa, Mr. N.S. Brar, has  not submitted  this  affidavit till  todate.

  At the next date of hearing,  the official of the D.T.O office Mr. Raman Kumar as well as  the previous D.T.O.-cum-PIO, Mr. G.S. Pannu, will also produce the original record as to when was the original RTI application dated 26.12.2008,  received in the office and what action was taken on that.
