(i) Certified copy of all the agendas, minutes/ proceedings and action taken reports of all the meetings of Board of Governors of Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg & Technology, Ferozepur, Punjab.

(ii) Certified copy of all the agendas, minutes/ proceedings and action taken reports of all the meetings  of Finance Committee of Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg & Technology, Ferozepur, Punjab.

(iii) Certified copy of all the agends, minutes/ proceedings and action taken reports of all the meetings of Building & Works Committee of Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg & Technology, Ferozepur, Punjab.
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(iv)
Certified copy of all those approvals regarding any issue which were granted by Chairman, Board of Governors singularly without convening the meeting of Board of Governors.

On receipt of this application, the PIO of office of Principal Secretary, Technical Education, directed the Principal, Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur, vide letter dated 29-04-2011 to provide the requisite information to the appellant directly under intimation to him. The appellant thereafter sent another application dated 28-06-2011 addressed to the Director, Technical Education & Industrial Training, Punjab, Chandigarh mentioning therein that he has not been provided any information so far by the PIO of Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg & Technology, Ferozepur, despite the lapse of 30 days period and directions given by the office of Principal Secretary, Technical Education.  The appellant also addressed one application dated 30-06-2011 to the Principal and first appellate authority, Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur for the supply of requisite information to him. On the receipt of this application, the Principal, vide letter dated 27-07-2011 wrote to the appellant to deposit an amount of rs. 1722/- plus Rs./ 100/- as additional fee for obtaining the said information. Again the appellant filed another letter dated 08-08-2011 addressed to the Principal Secretary, Technical Education that he has since not been provided any information though a period of 125 days has already lapsed. Vide letter dated 26-08-2011, PIO of office of Principal Secretary, Technical Education directed the Principal, Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur to provide the entire information to the appellant free of cost as the information has not been provided within the stipulated period of 30 days as provided in Section 7(6) of RTI Act, 2005. Despite the prolonged correspondence made during this period, the appellant was not provided any information. Therefore, the Additional Secretary to Government, Punjab, Department of Technical Education  directed shri TS Sidhu, first appellate authority-cum- Principal, Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur and Shri RP Singh, PIO,  Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur to be present in person on 12-02-2012 at 3.30 PM in his office with the entire record relating to the information sought by the appellant, as the appellant had also approached the Commission in second appeal vide letter dated 17-12-2011 for having no information from the PIO. Accordingly, the notice of hearing was issued to all concerned parties for today.


All parties have been heard. Documents placed on the record have also been perused. It has been observed that despite repeated directions given by the Government, and later by the Commission, the appellant  has been provided partial information and no information has yet been provided relating 
to point No. 4. He has been provided complete information on three points. The same is also not attested which shows that the information is being delayed and denied willfully both by Shri RP Singh, PIO and the first appellate authority, Shri TS Sidhu, Principal, Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur.

It is, therefore, directed that the PIO shall provide to the appellant, complete and correct information on point no. 4 as well as the information on point nos. 1 to 3  duly attested within a period of two weeks from today with a copy of the provided information to the Commission for its record.


Both, Shri RP Singh, PIO, Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur and Shri  TS Sidhu, first appellate authority-cum- Principal, Shaheed Bhagat Singh College of Engg. & Technology, Ferozepur shall explain in writing as to why the provisions of Section 20(1)(2) of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against them for willfully delaying and  denying  information to the appellant. The appellant vide an RTI application dated 18.08.2011 addressed to the PIO, Swami Vivekanand Institute of Engineering & Technology, Near Gian Sagar Hospital, Rajpura Banur Highway,Tehsil Rajpura, Distt. Patiala, sought an information on the following three points:-

1.Total No.of Seats surrendered by Students from 2 Aug. 2010 to 30 Aug.2010 which was filled by Cet Councelling along with their complete details such as (name, DOB, CET 2010/AIEEE-2010 RANK, Admitted in 1st/2nd/3rd councelling, Sex, Category, Quota) and date of seat surrendering;

2.Total No.of seats surrendered by Students from 1 Aug 2010 to 30 Aug. 2010 which was filled by management quota and any another quota along with their complete details such as (name, DOB, CET-2010/AIEEE-2010, Rank, admitted in 1st/2nd/3rd councelling, Sex, Category, Quota) and date of seat surrendering;

3. Total no.of seats filled by any quota from 1 aug 2010 to 30 Aug 2010 along with their complete details such as (name, DOB, CET-2010/AIEEE-2010 Rank, Admitted in 1st/2nd/3rd councelling, Sex, Category, Quota) and date of seat joining.



On receipt of this application the Principal Swami Vivekanand Institute of Engineering & Technology, Near Gian Sagar Hospital, Rajpura Banur Highway,Tehsil Rajpura, Distt. Patiala vide letter No.3947 dated 25.08.2011 informed the appellant that on checking the record it is found that the student with the name of Tarun Bansal has been got admitted in this institute ( Session 2010-11). Therefore, his RTI application is being returned. On this, Sh. Tarun Bansal vide his letter dated 5.09.2011 again wrote to the PIO-cum-Principal Swami Vivekanand Institute of Engineering & Technology, Near Gian Sagar Hospital,Rajpura Banur Highway,Tehsil Rajpura, Distt. Patiala that I have never got admitted in this institute. Therefore, I may be supplied the requisite information. In response to this letter written by the appellant, the Principal vide letter dated 21.09.2011 again sent a reply to him that specific reasons may be mentioned as to why the information is being sought by him. All this correspondence goes to show that the PIO willfully tried to deny the information to the appellant. Therefore, the appellant vide letter dated 5.11.2011 filed an appeal with the First Appellate Authority, Swami Vivekanand Institute of Engineering & Technology, Near Gian Sagar Hospital,Rajpura Banur Highway,Tehsil Rajpura, Distt. Patiala and again failing to get the requisite information, filed a second appeal with the Commission vide his letter dated 14.12.2011. Accordingly, the notice of hearing was issued to the concerned parties for today.



The case file has been perused and it has been observed that no information has been supplied to the appellant so far. Similarly, Sh.  Vivek Goyal Advocate appearing on behalf of the PIO, Swami Vivekanand Institute of Engineering & Technology, Near Gian Sagar Hospital,Rajpura Banur Highway,Tehsil Rajpura, Distt. Patiala states that the appellant has not been supplied any information because Swami Vivekanand Institute of Engineering & Technology, Near Gian Sagar Hospital,Rajpura Banur Highway,Tehsil Rajpura, Distt. Patiala is purely a private institute and does not fall in any manner  under the ambit of RTI Act 2005 and he also seeks more time to substantiate  his view point. Respondent PIO is, therefore, directed to provide complete, correct, duly signed information within a period of three weeks. Appellant who is also not present today is also directed to be present on the next date of hearing to pursue his appeal filed for seeking an information with reference to his RTI  application
dated 18.08.2011, failing which it shall be presumed that he is no more interested in the same. 



The case is further adjourned to 10.05.2012.

On the last date of hearing i.e. 14.2.2012 Sh. Daljit Singh Sidhu, PIO-cum-Registrar, Firms & Societies Punjab, Sector 17, Chandigarh was directed to supply the correct and complete information to the complainant within a period of three weeks after tracing out the record. Sh. Daljit Singh Sidhu, PIO o/o Registrar Firms & Societies Punjab is directed to search the entire record and provide complete, correct and duly authenticated information to the complainant within a period of three weeks from today under intimation to this Commission. If the above information is not available in his office, he will furnish an affidavit duly attested giving reasoned justification regarding the non-availability of the same in his office. He will also explain in writing reasons for delay in supplying the requisite information to the complainant.
