Though the Deputy Manager Accounts-cum- PIO, Shri B.K.Joshi,  Punsup, Patiala has stated that the delay is not deliberate and th`
e same is because of that the sought information pertained to the old record for more than 25 years. The reason given by PIO for supplying information late is not admissible in the eyes of law. He is therefore directed to ensure that RTI informations are supplied in time, in future.

On the last date of hearing i.e. 21.12.2011, Sh. Ashok Kumar, Sr. Asstt., appearing on behalf of the respondent – Ms. Daisy Khalid - Asstt. Director (School Admn.-I) -cum-PIO sought some more time to provide the complete, correct and duly authenticated information to the appellant.   Therefore, the case was adjourned to 07.03.2012 with the directions to the PIO to supply the requisite information to the appellant within a period of 15 days under registered cover with a copy to the Commission for records.  The PIO was also directed to appear personally on the next date fixed i.e. today and it was also made clear that if the requested information is not supplied within the period specified, provisions of Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 shall be invoked against the PIO for wilfully delaying and denying the information. 


The case file has been perused and the appellant has been heard and it has been observed that neither the information has been provided to the appellant nor the PIO has appeared in the hearing today. 


Therefore, Ms. Daisy Khalid - Asstt. Director (School Admn.-I) -cum-PIO is directed to supply the complete and correct information, duly authenticated, to the appellant, free of cost, within a period of 15 days, with a copy of the same to the Commission for its records.  She is also directed to explain in writing, while appearing before the Commission on the next date of hearing, as to why the provisions of Section 20(1), Section 20(2) and Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against her / Public Authority for wilfully delaying and denying the information.   Each day’s delay be explained for non-supply of the correct, complete and authentic information to the appellant within the prescribed time.
