I have heard the parties and also gone through the documents on record.  The respondent has offered the complainant to provide the requisite information  in the format as available in their record  and even he is ready to provide hard copies as per the direction of the Commission but  the complainant wants from the respondent in writing in the performa he has submitted. The  respondent has not  denied to disclose the information sought by the complainant but he is not obligate to create  or generate the information. Also, the respondent  cannot be made to admit or deny for the sake of curiosity that how they have been appointed if they had not applied for. Appellant sought information vide his RTI application dated 16.04.2012 from the office of District Education Officer, Sngrur in 3 points regarding his pension case and Service book.  After having received no information  he filed Ist Appeal in the office of D.P.I.(SE), Punjab, Mohali  on 20.05.2012  but of no avail. Thereafter, he filed Second appeal in the Commission on 12.12.2012.  Notice of hearing was issued to the PIO, office of D.P.I. SE), Punjab, Mohali 

2
Today, during the hearing, respondent appeared from the office of DPI (SE) and placed on record a letter dated 07.03.2012 endorsed to the DEO, Sangrur directing them to provide the information.  It had  also been stated  that the said information is to be provided by the office of DEO, Sangrur and that the case is being transferred to them under section 6(3) of the RTI Act. He also placed on record a letter dated 8.3.2012  of the office of DEO, Sangrur addressed to the appellant in which it has been stated that  Service Book  is in the office Accountant General and it will be provided to him after being received from that office.  
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3
After going through the record, I am of the view that  attitude of the PIO/ office of DEO, Sangrur and  office of DPI, Punjab, Mohali who is the First Appellate Authority is quite casual.  Instead of deciding the Appeal as per the provisions of the RTI Act,  he has  just acted  only a few days before the date of hearing  of this case and  has mentioned  about section 6(3) for transferring  the case without application of mind  when  the case is transferred under section 6(3) of the Act where the RTI application is made  to a different authority and the information relates to the other public authority.   In the present case, Appellant has not made  RTI application to the office of the DPI but he approached  the office of DPI by way of First Appellate Authority to decide the  Appeal after providing opportunity of hearing  to the parties. However, the Appellate authority has not done so and has not provided opportunity of hearing  to the parties and passed  a speaking order. The other letter is  from the office of DEO, Sangrur which has just been endorsed one day after the endorsement of DPI to the DEO, Sangrur.  The respondent from the office of DEO, Sangrur has not  acted diligently  to provide the information within the stipulated period  which has caused   unnecessary harassment to the Appellant.  I deem it a fit case where the Appellant be compensated by the respondent (i.e. PIO/DEO, Sangrur) of Rs.1000/- (Rs.One Thousand only).  PIO is also directed to file reply why the information has been delayed.

Respondents from both the offices i.e. PIO/office of DPI, Punjab, Mohali and PIO/Office of DEO, Sangrur are directed to file written reply before the next date of hearing and be present in person to explain the matter.
