On the last date of hearing on 23.02.2012,  show-cause notice was served upon   Mr. Baljinder Singh Grewal, B. D. P. O.-cum-PIO, Anandpur Sahib, for inordinate delay and imposition of penalty.



Sh. Baljinder Singh, B.D.P.O.-cum-PIO who appear in person in the Commission, submits that requisite information has been supplied to the Complainant vide letter no. 296 dated 21.03.2012. 


In the reply filed in connection with the show-cause issued to him on 23.02.2012, Sh. Baljinder Singh, B.D.P.O.-cum-PIO submits that the could not supply the requisite information to the information seeker as he was occupied with the State Assembly Election duties.


He submits that RTI application was moved by the complainant on 06.04.2010. The relevant record in connection with which the information has been sought by the complainant, was lying in the custody of Sh. Ravinder Pal Singh who was posted as Accountant in office of B. D. P. O., Ananadpur Sahib at that time. He further submits that Sh. Ravinder Singh has not handed over the relevant record to his successor, Mr. Gurdeep Singh after he was transferred to Nurpur Bedi on 19.08.2010. He  submits  that  repeated  letters  have  been  written  by  the B. D. P. O., Anandpur Sahib to Deputy Commissioner, Ropar and Director, Rural Development & Panchayats, Mohali for taking departmental as well as legal action against Sh. Ravinder Pal Singh for his failure to hand over the relevant record to 
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C. C.  No. 3426 of 2011 
his successor. He submits that no action has been initiated against Sh. Ravinder Pal Singh by the authorities concerned.


He states that he joined as B. D. P. O., Anandpur Sahib on 08.07.2011. Ever since he joined, he has been writing the authorities concerned to take action against this employee so that relevant record could be taken from him for supplying the requisite information to the RTI application filed by the Complainant.


He submits that despite the fact that Sh. Ravinder Pal Singh, has not handed over the relevant record to his successor – Sh. Gurdeep Singh, even then efforts were made by him  to collect the relevant documents from here and there for supplying the requisite information to the  information-seeker.


He makes an oral request for withdrawing the show-cause while considering the facts of instant case.



In view of the above a show-cause issued to the Respondent is withdrawn.




The Complainant – Sh. Surjit Singh is absent from today’s hearing without any intimation to the Commission. He is advised to point-out deficiencies in the information supplied to him in writing to the Respondent-PIO and the Respondent is directed to remove the same before the next date of hearing.

On the last date of hearing on 23.02.2012,  a show-cause was issued to Sh. Shivdev Singh, Deputy Director (Establishment)-cum-PIO office of  Director, Rural Development & Panchayats, Mohali, for willfully denial in supplying  the information to the Complainant – Sh. Jagtar Singh in connection with his RTI application moved by him on 08.07.2011 and  for imposition of penalty.



In response to the show-cause, Sh. Shivdev Singh, Deputy Director (Establishment), submits that the requisite information was supplied to the information-seeker through registered post on 29.08.2011.


After examining the documents, it is found that the Complainant has  not attached a copy of that  above mentioned letter with his complaint.


Sh. Shivdev Singh submits that record pertains to the recruitment of 909 Panchayat Secretaries has been lying in the sealed cover in office of the Director, department of Rural Development & Panchayats, Mohali and in  the custody of  CBI Court, Patiala.


He further submits that repeated representations are made to the Director, CBI, New Delhi for getting permission of break-open the seal of that record so that information in connection with RTI applications, being received in the office, could be given.

He also states that so far CBI has not given permission to break-open the seal of the concerned record and hence RTI application being moved in connection with the information regarding recruitment of 909 Panchayat Secretaries, could not be dealt as per the provisions of the RTI Act. 


He states that RTI application of Sh. Jagtar Singh, the Complainant had been dealt with as per provisions of the RTI Act and the Complainant wasbeen duly informed  about the same.



Sh. Shivdev Singh also submits that as he has not made any intentional delay  in supplying the information to the information-seeker,  so the show-cause  issued to him in this case. may kindly be withdrawn.



The Complainant – Sh. Jagtar Singh, after expressing his satisfaction over the response of Respondent-PIO concerned asked for filing of his complaint.


 However, Sh. Shivdev Singh states that departmental authorities will help the Complainant in getting the requisite information from the Special Court of C. B. I., Patiala in connection with his RTI application moved by him as per provisions of the RTI Act. 


In view of the submissions made by the Respondent, the show-cause issued to him is withdrawn and the case is closed and disposed of.
