The original RTI request for information is dated  02.03.2012. The information demanded pertains to details of permission to run Guest House, Hospitals in residential areas of  Ranjit Avenue, Amritsar. The complaint with the Commission is  dated  24.07.2012.


The complainant - Sh. Sandy Randawa alleges that no information has been supplied to him so far by the respondent-PIO in connection with application moved under RTI on 02.03.2012. He alleges that in a letter no. TS/100 dated 04.05.2012, written to him by APIO-cum-Supdt. House Tax, M. C., Amritsar,  it was informed to him that that information sought for by him in connection no. 1 and 2 is connected with M. T. P. Wing of M. C., Amritsar hence M. T. P. is liable to supply the same. 


He alleges that respondent-PIO has been denying him the requisite information deliberately.  He demands that action should be initiated against the respondent-PIO concerned as per provisions of the RTI  Act.


Sh.  Daljit Singh, Supdt., House Tax, Sh. Des Raj, M. T. P and Sh. Sanjeev Devgan, Building Inspector, who appeared  on behalf of the Respondent submit that the application of the complainant has been rejected because  of the fact that no signature was put by the applicant on the application form.  The decision of rejecting of the RTI application was conveyed to the complainant on 10.04.2012.



They submit that requisite information was supplied to the complainant through letter no. TS/100 on 04.05.2012. They  submit that again requisite information was supplied to the complainant  vide letter 101 dated 31.08.2012.



Mr. S. K. Sharma, Advocate, who represent the respondent-PIO alongwith other officials claimed that as the requisite information has been supplied to the complainant so complaint may be dismissed accordingly.
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Mr. S.K. Sharma further submits that the complainant has put a cameraman on duty to record today’s hearing proceedings without any permission from the authorities concerned and hence appropriated action be taken against the complainant.



On this, the complainant – Sh. Sandy Randhawa was asked to send the cameraman out of the conference room of Amritsar. Mr. Randhawa sent out the camera man and sought apology for his action and promised that he would not do such thing in future.
However, the Commission condemned his action and warned him that no to 
indulgence such in future.
Mr. Randhawa, however, alleges that representatives of the respondent-PIOs are 
trying to divert the attention of the commission from the real issue, which is connected with the denial of the requisite information to him.

After hearing the parties, it emerges that respondent-PIO has not dealt with the RTI 
application of Sh. Sandy Randhawa as per provisions of the RTI Act.

The respondent is directed to bring copies of the information supplied to the 
complainant in connection with application moved by him under RTI on 02.03.2012. He is also directed to  produce the official record including despatch register to establish the fact that requisite information has been supplied to the information-seeker.



Meanwhile, Mr. Randhawa is advised to point-out deficiencies in the information supplied to him in writing to the Respondent-PIO within ten days from today and the Respondent-PIO is directed to remove the same before the next date of hearing.
