This case was last heard on 28.02.2012 when a show-cause was issued to E. O., improvement Trust, Ludhiana under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act.


In compliance with the show-cause, Sh. Ajaib Singh, E. O., Improvement Trust, Ludhiana, submits that requisite information has been supplied to the Complainant.


The Complainant has given in writing that he has received the requisite information in the Commission today and he is satisfied with the same.



In response to the show-cause, for imposition of penalty on him for willfully making a denial in supplying the information to the Complainant and awarding of compensation for the same to the complainant, Sh. Ajaib Singh submits in writing that Sh. Inderjit Singh, Clerk, who appeared in the Commission on 23.02.2012 did not inform him about the orders passed by the Commission on that day and hence he could not appear in the Commission on 09.03.2012 and could not explain the reasons for the delay in supplying the requisite information to the RTI Applicant. He further submits that Sh. Inderjit Singh, Clerk, has been placed under suspension for this lapse on his part.


He submits that a part of information was supplied to the information-seeker vide letter no. 1543 dated 20.03.2012. He points-out that when the RTI application was moved by the Complainant, Sh. Z. R. Khan was

PIO-cum-E.O., Improvement Trust, Ludhiana. After that Sh. Avtar Singh Azad became PIO when Sh. Khan attained the age of superannuation on 30.11.2011. He himself was designated as PIO only  on 16.02.2012.


Since Mr. Khan retired on 30.11.2011 without taking any action on the RTI application, no action is required to be taken against him.



 Sh. Avtar Singh Azad, was the PIO after 30.11.2011, he failed to take any action on the RTI application, which was moved  by the Complainant for seeking information on seven points. Despite the fact that Mr. Azad continued to be PIO till 15.02.2012, he did not bother to supply the requisite information to the RTI Applicant and hence deliberately failed to  fulfill his duties assigned to him under the provisions of the RTI Act.


In view of the above the PIO who is Sh. Avtar Singh Azad, Executive Officer-cum-PIO, Improvement Trust, Ludhiana will show cause in writing or through an affidavit, under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon him for willful denial of the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the RTI Applicant under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.







In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.





He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.
