He pleads that as per principle of natural justice – nobody can be  judge in his own cause and hence his appeal should be transferred to senior most D. G. P. He pleads that his appeal should not be heard by present D. G. P. – Sh. Sumedh Singh Saini.



Sh. V. K. Sharda, Supdt., submits a letter no. 1558 dated 14.05.2012 in the Commission today. In that letter he points out that that a very rare and peculiar situation has emerged. The Applicant has primarily sought for information pertaining directly or indirectly to the period of posting of Sh. Saini, as S. S. P. of various districts in Punjab during the days of terrorism.                       Contd…2/-
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They point out that as Mr. Saini has become D. G. P., it   would not be appropriate if RTI Applicant is asked to participate in the proceedings to be decided by Mr. Saini.


They point-out that Mr. M. K. Tiwari is the First Appellate Authority in this case. 
I have carefully perused the documents on record. Before 
proceeding/parting with the order, I would wish to place on record that the first Appellant Authority should hear this case by examining and perusing all the documents on the record and by giving both the parties opportunity to be heard so  a speaking order could be passed in this case.



In view of the above, the case is remanded to First Appellate 

Authority – Mr. M. K. Tiwari, I.P.S. He is directed to hear both the parties,  examine the documents and must pass a speaking order.


If the Appellant is not satisfied with the decision of FAA, he is free to approach the Commission in this regard.
