On the last date of hearing, held on 16.04.2013, Dr. Balbir Singh,  Asstt. Director-
cum-PIO was given an opportunity to file a detailed reply in the shape of an affidavit to the show-cause issued to him vide orders dated 14.03.2013. In that order a compensation of Rs. 2,000/- (Rupees Two Thousand only) was awarded to the appellant.


In this appeal case no. 270 of 2013, the appellant -Sh. Dinesh Kumar Srivastava
appeared in person  before the Commission today and states that no information has been provided to him till today despite the fact that  the State Information Commission has repeatedly  directed  the respondent PIO concerned  to supply the requisite information to him.
 He  also states that the respondent PIO has not given him  the crossed cheque 

/Bank draft of Rs. 2,000/- as compensation, which was awarded to him by this Bench through its order dated 16.04.2013.


He  demands that action should be taken against the respondent-PIO concerned as per provisions of RTI Act as the respondent PIO has deliberately failed to obey the order of the Commission passed during the  previous dates of hearings.



He demands that penalty be imposed on the respondent PIO concerned  and he (appellant) should be awarded suitable compensation for the detriment suffered by him.

Appeal  Case No.  270  of 2013
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Dr. Balbir Singh, Assistant  Director-cum-PIO of the office of Director , Health and family Welfare, Punjab submits a written reply vide No.RTI-13/1236 dated 20.05.2013 in connection with the show cause issued to him by this Bench on 14.03.2013.



In that written submission, Dr. Balbir Singh,  admits  in para 1  that the application moved by the  appellant  under RTI Act was received in the office of the PIO on 10.09.2012 . He also states that  the same RTI application was transferred to Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur on 19.09.2012 i. e. after nine days from the receipt of the RTI application of the appellant.


Dr. Balbir Singh in para 3 of his written reply, filed in connection with the show cause issued to him, states that according to the letter dated 15.04.2013 of  Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur, the appellant has already sought that information, which he has sought from the office of the PIO office of Director, Health & family Welfare, Punjab, from the office of Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur, through an application made under RTI Act on dated 02.02.2011. 
The Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur  has written to the appellant at that time through 
letter dated 23.02.2011 that whatever information has been sought for by him (appellant) from the office of Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur, should have been sought for from the office the medical Council, Chandigarh.  Dr. Balbir Singh also states that appeal case no. AC-581 of 2012 related with the RTI application dated 02.02.2011 of the appellant -  Sh. Dinesh Kumar Srivastava has already been disposed of by the bench headed by S. I. C. – Ms. Jaspal Kaur.



He further states that he has transferred the RTI application of  Sh. Dinesh Kumar Srivastava to office of Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur within the stipulated time and hence he has not made any delay in this case.  He requests to the Commission to show mercy and drop the show cause issued to him in this case alongwith order of the compensation.
Sh. Dinesh Kumar Srivastava, appellant,  while reiterating to the reply made by Dr. 
Balbir  Singh, points out  that respondent-PIO has failed to transfer his RTI request within a period of five days from the receipt of the RTI request, as provided in Section 6 (3) of the RTI Act, to PIO of office of Medical Council, Chandigarh instead of transferring  instead of transferring the same to the Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur.

He further alleges that instead of dealing with his RTI application as per 

provisions laid down in the RTI Act, Dr. Balbir Singh misled the appellant as well as this bench.



He points out that he has also approached PIO of office of Punjab Medical Council,  to seek information in  connection with those queries, which he raised in the RTI request moved to PIO of office of Director, Health & Family Welfare, Punjab on 31.08.2012.


He further points that PIO of office of Pb. Medical Council vide letter no. PMS/2012/1111/Regd. dated 23.08.2012 informed him that information in connection with query no. 1 to 6 and query no. 8 to 10 is related with office of Director, Health Services, Punjab and Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur. He also produces a copy of the letter in the Commission today.
Contd..3/-
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He demands that appropriate action should be taken against the persons responsible for providing misleading information.
 After examining the documents placed on record and hearing both the parties, it 
has become clear that the respondent PIO has failed to supply the requisite information to the appellant till today i.e. 21.05.2013 after a period of 250 days from the receipt of the application.
Dr. Balbir Singh, in this appeal-case was given an opportunity to file his reply to 

show-cause issued to him vide orders dated 14.03.2013. He was also given another opportunity on 16.04.2013 to file his reply to show-cause.



Today i. e. 21.05.2013, Dr. Balbir Singh has submitted only his written-submission vide no. 1236 dated 20.05.2013, against the show-cause issued to him. It is taken on record.



In his reply, Dr. Balbir Singh has mentioned that a case relating with the information sought for by Sh.  Srivastava in his RTI request dated 31.08.2012, has already been disposed in A. C. No. 581 of 2012 by the bench of Ms. Jaspal Kaur, State Information Commissioner where Sh. Srivastava has preferred second appeal. He has also produced a copy of  order made by Ms. Jaspal Kaur, State Information Commissioner on 15.11.2012.


From the examination of above mentioned order of Ms. Jaspal Kaur, State Information Commissioner , it has become very clear that in that case Sh. Srivastava has sought information from the PIO of office of Civil Surgeon, Gurdaspur.



In the present case (AC-270/2013), Sh. Srivastava has sought for information from the PIO of office of Director, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab through RTI request dated 31.08.2012.



Hence, AC – 581/2012 and AC-270/2013 are altogether different appeal cases and could not be clubbed together. As far as information sought for by Sh. Srivastava through his RTI request dated 31.08.2012 is concerned, it has been made very clear by PIO of Pb. Medical Council, Chandigarh that same information lies in the custody of office of Director, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab.


After considering all the facts brought into the knowledge of this bench by both the parties concerned and examining the documents placed on record, I found it is a fit case where penalty must be imposed on the erring PIO and the appellant must be compensated against the detriments suffered by him.
In view of the above, I impose a penalty of Rs. 25000/- (Rupees Twenty Five 

Thousand Only)  on Dr. Balbir Singh, Asstt. Director for holding guilty of violation under Section 20 (1) as per provisions of the RTI Act and making delay more than 250 days in supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker.

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The amount of penalty is to be deposited into the Treasury and a copy of challan 
receipt be submitted to the Commission. The penalty imposed upon him may be deducted from
 his salary in three installments (Two installments @ 10000/- and Third installment @ 5000/-) by the concerned Drawing and Disbursing Officer


A copy of this order be sent to Drawing and Disbursing Officer, Principal Secretary 
to Govt. of Punjab, Deptt. of Health, to ensure compliance of this order.
