This case was last heard on  15.03.2012 when the Respondent was directed to supply the requisite information to the Complainant through registered post before 24.03.2012.


In the instant case, which was taken-up by the Commission for first hearing on 19.01.2012, neither the PIO  of office of D. E. O. (S), Moga nor any of his representative has attended the hearing in the Commission. On 23.02.2012 when the case was taken-up for second hearing, Sh. Narinder Pal Singh, Clerk, made a written-request, on that day, in the Commission, for seeking fifteen days time, for supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker.


The request of Sh. Narinder Pal Singh was accepted on that day and he was given fifteen days time for supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker. 


On 15.03.2012 when the case was taken-up for third hearing, it was found that order of the Commission, dated 23.02.2012, was not complied with, by the Respondent-PIO. Sh. Sunil Kumar Clerk, who appeared on behalf of the Respondent on that day, again made a written-request for seeking some more time to supply the requisite information. In his request he has also mentioned that requisite information could not be collected from the concerned branch and hence could not be supplied to the information-seeker. He made a commitment in the Commission that requisite information would be supplied to the information-seeker before 24.03.2012.


Sh. Taking all the documents placed on record and oral submission made by Sh. Bharat Bhushan, Legal Asstt., it emerges that Ms. Bhupinder Kaur, D. E. O. (S), Moga is present PIO and Sh. Taking submissions made by both the parties into consideration, it 
emerges that the Respondent-PIOs have failed to fulfill their duties assigned to them under the provisions of the RTI Act.


In view of the above, 

1. Sh. Baldev Singh, Principal, Govt. Senior Secondary School, Ghalkalan, Moga, who was PIO when the RTI application was moved, 
2. Ms. Bhupinder Kaur, D. E. O. (S), Moga, who is present PIO ; 

will show cause in writing or through an affidavit, under Section 

20(1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon them for willful delay/denial of the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the Complainant under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.





In addition to the written reply, the PIOs are also hereby given an opportunity under Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.



They may take note that in case they do not file his written reply and do not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that they have nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against them ex-parte. They are also directed to supply the requisite information to the complainant within four weeks from today.



They shall remain present before the Commission on the next date of hearing.
