The RTI application is dated  25.07.2012.  The information demanded pertains to 
rules and regulations for disposal of fly ash. The complaint with the Commission is dated 25.09.2012.


Sh. Rajesh Kumar, who appeared on behalf of the complainant – Sh. Gurpal Dev, alleges that no information has been supplied to the complainant by the respondent-PIO concerned despite the fact that he moved five RTI applications dated 25.07.2012, 04.08.2012, 04.08.2012, 27.08.2012 and 28.08.2012.


He demands that action should be taken against the respondent-PIOs concerned as per the provisions of the RTI Act, penalty be imposed on them and compensation be awarded to the complainant.



Sh. Munish Sodhi, Sr. Executive Engineer, who appeared on behalf of the respondent-PIO, who is Sh. Darshan Singh Ladhar, Deputy Chief Engineer(HQ), GGSSTP Roopnagar, submits that Sh. Mohit Gupta was working as Sr. Executive Engineer/DFA when the complainant – Sh. Gurpal Dev moved his first RTI application on 25.07.2012. He submits that Sh. Mohit Gupta has now been working as  Sr. Executive Engineer, Condition Monitoring under MMC – I circle, GGSSTP, Roopnagar. 
He submits that another application was moved by the complainant to PIO office of 
S. E., GGSSTP , Roopnagar on 04.08.2012.          








While responding to that application, the then APIO-cum-Sr. Executive Engineer, Tech. – II, GGSSTP , Roopnagar informed the complainant  through letter no. 256 dated 16.08.2012 that the postal order submitted by the information-seeker alongwith his RTI application is in the name of PIO instead in the name of Accounts Officer so the same postal order is returned to the 
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information-seeker with the advice that postal order should be sent in the name of Accounts officer, GGSSTP , Roopnagar so that further action should be taken on the RTI request.



Sh. Gurpal Dev moved again another RTI application to S.E.(DFA) on 04.08.2012.


The Addl. S. E. (D.F.A), GGSSTP , Roopnagar while replying to the RTI request of the complainant made on 04.08.2012 intimated him through memo no. 727 dated 21.08.2012 that information should be sought from the Office of S. E.(HQ), Power Colony Office, GGSSTP, Roopnagar.


Sh. Munish Sodhi states that this RTI application came to the notice of PIO only after official-record was scanned after receiving the notice of hearing from the State Information Commission.


The RTI request was made by Sh. Gurpal Dev to S. E. (HQ), Power Colony office, GGSSTP, Roopnagar on 27.08.2012.



The APIO-cum-Executive Engineer (Tech. – II) while replying to that RTI request through memo no. 285 dated 31.08.2012 stated that as the complainant has sent the postal order in the name of S. E.(HQ) instead of in the name of Accounts officer so the same postal order is not accepted. The APIO also advised the applicant to send the postal order in the name of A. O. so that further action could be taken on his RTI request.


He submits that the information-seeker moved another application on 28.08.2012 to Accounts officer. He states that no intimation of this RTI request was given to the respondent-PIO concerned  neither by the Accounts officer nor by Sh. Gurpal Dev. He states that office of the respondent-PIO came to know about this letter only after the notice of hearing was received from the Commission and relevant official-record was scanned by the respondent-PIO and other officials concerned. He states that the A. O., GGSSTP , Roopnagar returned that RTI request to the complainant through letter 7081 dated 04.09.2012 advising him to move that RTI request to APIO-cum-Sr. XEN, Tech. – I.

After hearing both the parties and examining the documents placed on record, it is found that it is an interesting case where the respondent-PIOs concerned have gone into technicalities of rules instead of supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker.

Sh. Darshan Singh Ladhar who is respondent-PIO, is directed to file an affidavit carrying point-wise reply to the queries raised by the complainant in his RTI requested. He is also directed to explain that when the information-seeker has sent the postal order to the A. O. alongwith his RTI request on 28.08.2012 then why the requisite information was not supplied to him.         









  

On demand of Sh. Munish Sodhi, Sh. Rajesh Kumar handed over the postal order of Rs. 50/- on behalf of Sh. Gurpal Dev, to him in the Commission today so that requisite information could be taken from the respondent-PIO.
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Sh. Munish Sodhi promised that the requisite information would be supplied to the information-seeker till 15th of December, 2012.

The respondent-PIO is directed to provide the requisite information to the complainant within fifteen days from today. The information to be supplied should be legible, duly attested and as per record.

As Sh. Mohit Gupta, Sr. XEN/Condition Monitoring, under MMC – I circle, GGSSTP, Roopnagar has failed to fulfill his responsibilities assigned to him in the capacity of Public Authority under RTI Act.

In view of the above, Sh. Mohit Gupta, Sr. XEN/Condition Monitoring, under MMC - I 
circle, GGSSTP, Roopnagar will show cause under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon him for willful delay/denial of the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the information-seeker under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.



In addition to the his submission, Sh.  Gupta is also hereby given an opportunity 
under Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.



He may note that in case he does not file his submission and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the next date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex-parte.
