Sh. Harbans Singh, Supdt. (E-3) is directed to
 re-submit his reply (vide no. 4124-25 dated 07.05.2013) in the shape of an affidavit before or on the next date of hearing.

The PIO - Sh. Balbir Singh, Nodal Officer office of Director, Health and F/Welfare, 
Punjab will show cause under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, as to why penalty be  not  imposed upon him for willful delay/denial in supplying the information to the RTI applicant and why the compensation be not awarded to the information-seeker under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.


In addition to his submission, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity under 
Section 20(1) provision, thereto, for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.
