In this case, Sh. Arun Yadav, moved an application under RTI Act, 2005 to PIO-cum-Executive officer, Municipal Council, Jalalabad(West), seeking certain information on 01.09.2011.



As per the claims made by Sh. Sukhdev Singh, who was working as E. O.-cum-PIO, at that time, in the affidavit, submitted on 06.09.2012, the RTI request of Sh. Yadav was received in the office of  Municipal Council on 07.09.2011.



Sh. Kanwarjit Singh Dhillon, Advocate, who appeared on behalf of Mr. Yadav, during the hearings, held in the Commission in this complaint-case, alleged that Mr. Yadav received any response against his RTI request for the first time on 11.06.2012 form the respondent-PIO concerned and that too after a notice of hearing was issued to the respondent-PIO by State Information Commission, Punjab.



On the hearing held on 08.08.2012, Sh. Gurdas Singh and Sh. Sukhdev Singh - Executive Officers were issued show-cause and were directed to explain in writing why inordinate delay has been made in supplying the requisite information to the complainant in the shape of an affidavit.


In compliance with the order dated 08.08.2012, Sh. Gurdas Singh and Sh. Sukhdev Singh - Executive Officers had submitted their affidavits, which are on record.

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Sh. Sukhdev Singh, E. O. has claimed in his affidavit that he has been holding additional charge of Municipal Council, Jalalabad(West) from 13.07.2011 to 07.12.2011 and the subordinate staff has not put up the RTI application of the complainant to him and hence information could not be supplied to the information-seeker. 


Sh. Gurdas Singh, Executive Officer has claimed in his affidavit that he has joined as E. O. in Municipal Council, Jalalabad(West) on 08.12.2011 and he immediately took up the RTI application moved by the complainant after he came to know about the fact that RTI request of Mr. Yadav is pending. But as the relevant record was in the custody of Sh. Madan Lal, Work Supervisor, who after long treatment, died on 22.02.2012 during his service and the concerned file could not found in Works Branch of the Municipal Council, and hence the required information could not be provided due to non-availability of concerned record. 



Sh. Gurdial Singh in his written and oral submission also claimed that he took all the pains to supply the information against the queries raised by Mr. Yadav as per the record available in the office of Municipal Council. He added that whatever delay has taken on his part, has taken place due to the fact that he along with other staff members were busy in the Election duties.


He also made oral submission that he was never informed about the fact that RTI request of Mr. Yadav is pending by his predecessor Sh. Sukhdev Singh.



After examining the documents placed on record and replies made by both Sh. Sukhdev Singh and Sh. Gurdas Singh against show-cause, it has emerged that beyond any iota of doubt that Sh. Sukhdev Singh did not bother to fulfill his responsibilities assigned to him under RTI Act, 2005 and hence remained unmoved for months together despite the fact that RTI request of Mr. Yadav was received in the office of PIO of Municipal Council on 07.09.2011.



His claim that RTI application moved by Mr. Yadav was never brought to his knowledge by any official of Municipal Council is not acceptable as the RTI request was moved to the office of PIO of Municipal Council by Mr. Yadav and as Sh. Sukhdev Singh was himself PIO, so he should not have expected that any other official of M. C. would bring the RTI request of any information-seeker into his knowledge.



As far as the conduct of Sh. Gurdas Singh is concerned in this case, it is found that he made efforts to supply the requisite information to Sh. Yadav after receiving notice of hearing from the Commission.



Before that he could not supply the information Mr. Yadav as he claimed that he was never made aware about the pending RTI request of Mr. Yadav.



By considering the claim of Sh. Gurdas Singh genuine and finding that he has not made willful delay in supplying information to Mr. Yadav, I am of the view that he should not be penalized. 
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However, I found that it is a fit case for imposing penalty under Section 20 of the RTI Act on the defaulting respondent-PIO – Sh. Sukhdev Singh who is presently posted as Executive Officer, Municipal Council, Fazilka.


As the delay on this case is about nine months and hence penalty of Rs. 25000/- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand Only) is imposed upon him under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act which is to be deposited into the Treasury and a copy of challan receipt be submitted to the Commission. The penalty imposed upon him may be deducted from his salary in three installments (Two installments @ 10000/- and Third installment @ 5000/-) starting from month of January, 2013 to March 2013 by the concerned Drawing and Disbursing Officer.


A compensation of Rs. 5000/- (Rupees Five Thousand only) is also awarded to 
the Complainant for the detriment suffered by him on account of attending hearings in the commission through his representative. A cheque/bank draft of worth Rs 5000 (Rs Five thousands) only will be given to Complainant  - Sh. Arun Yadav by the public authority concerned, which is Municipal Committee, Jalalabad (West).
A copy of this order be sent to i) Deputy Commissioner, Fazilka ; ii) Director, Local 
Government, Punjab and iii) Principal Secretary, Local Govt., Punjab, for ensuring compliance of the order.
