The RTI request, is, dated 15.12.2010, addressed to Deputy Commissioner-cum-Chairman, Sri Kali Mata Mandir Committee, Patiala. The information sought is on 11 points regarding 02 Trusts – (1) Sri Kaliani  Mata Gowshala Trust (Regd.), Patiala; and  (2) Sri  Shiv Shakti  Sewa Dal, Langar Trust (Regd.), Patiala. On not getting any response, the Appellant filed an appeal with the Commission on 24.03.2011.  
2.

The representatives of the two Trusts, who are present, namely  Kamal Nain Sharma,  Trustee and Vice Chairman, Mr. S.R. Passi, respectively, say that these 02 Trusts are charitable  institutions and they are not covered under Section 2(h) of the RTI Act, 2005, though they operate from the premises of the said mandir.  Both say that the Deputy Commissioner has no  direct link with the Trusts. 
3.

Today, the representative of the office of Deputy Commissioner, Patiala, through a written submission, dated 29.04.2011, has forwarded the correspondence 
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between the office of D.C. and the 02 Trusts which is taken on record.  Inter alia, it is mentioned in the letter that the temple on whose premises the 02 Trusts are operating, the ownership of that land vests with the Punjab government and whatever offerings are received,  are  deposited in the mandir  account, wherefrom  water and electricity bills are paid up.
4.

The representative from the office of Financial Commissioner, Revenue, to  whom the applicant had made the first appeal on 22.02.2011, confirms that the land on which the Kali Mata Temple is situated belongs to the government.  The First Appellate Authority referred the appeal to the Deputy Commissioner, Patiala, on 27.04.2011 directing that the requisite information be provided.

5.

On the Appellant’s  own admission these 02 Trusts, about whom she has  sought information, neither get any grant from  the government nor the government has any control over the 02 Trusts and  agrees  that as per Section 2(h) of the RTI Act, these 02 Trusts are not  public authority. 
6.

Since these 02 Trusts are not covered under the Right to Information Act, no information can be provided.
