 A  perusal  of documents  on record reveals that even Additional S.T.C.-cum-First Appellate Authority, Chandigarh had also written to the S.D.M. to comply with the Commission orders. On the request of the Respondent, a  copy of the order in respect of AC No.528/2011, dated 14.12.2011, is given to her.

Representative of the office  of Deputy Commissioner  submits  that  in compliance with the order dated 14.12.2011, Deputy Commissioner had written to  S.D.M., Samrala  on 27.12.2011 and 30.12.2011 in   AC No.527/2011 and  No.528/2011

respectively  directing him to deposit the penalty amount  in the government treasury. A copy each  of  both the letters   was endorsed  to Treasury Officer, Samrala with the direction 
that the requisite  penalty amount  be  deducted  from the pay bill of S.D.M., Samrala, for December, 2011.

In  response  to this, S.D.M.  in his reply dated  30.12.2011, informed the Deputy Commissioner that  as  the requisite budget allotment  for  making  payment of salary to the  officers/employees of S.D.M. office is  yet to be received,  thus, the  penalty amount could not be deposited in the treasury.

On the other hand, Treasury Officer, Samrala , vide his letter dated 03.01.2012, has also informed the Deputy Commissioner that  the office of S.D.M. is yet to send the salary bill of his office for December, 2011 to the treasury. He has  assured that  as and when  the bill is received, the requisite  penalty amount will be deducted.

In response to the letter of Treasury Officer, Samrala, Deputy Commissioner on 05.01.2012 again directed the T.O. to first deduct the penalty amount of Rs.10,000/-  each  in the two cases (AC 527 and AC 528 ) and only, thereafter, pass the pay bill of the office of  S.D.M.   Copies of all  the correspondence  are taken on record.

Be that as it may, the fact remains that the Commission orders in respect of  depositing the penalty amount have not been complied with as yet. Accordingly,  Deputy Commissioner, Ludhiana, shall  ensure that the challan receipts of depositing the penalty amount of Rs.10,000/- each in both the cases are sent to the Commission before the next date of hearing.
