 However,  perusal of documents on record reveals that a response was sent to him on 04.06.2011 rejecting his request for information on the plea that it is covered under Section 8 (1) (j) of the RTI Act, 2005. This response is not legally tenable.

The  first appellate authority i.e. Commissioner, Patiala Division,  rather than passing the appropriate orders  as mandated in the  Right to Information Act, 2005, had simply forwarded  Appellant’s  first appeal  to the Deputy Commissioner to provide the requisite information. This was done on 29.07.2011.
