In this appeal i.e. AC No. : 759 of 2012, the Appellant demanded information pertaining to various First Complaints (F.Cs.) before the Vigilance Bureau, Flying Squad, Patiala. Pursuant to this application under the RTI Act, some information was supplied by the Respondent to the Appellant. However, the Appellant is not satisfied with the information supplied to him and states that the following information still remains to be supplied:-


a) As per my RTI request the left out information contains copy o the statements of witnesses during the inquiry regarding F.C. No. 6/2006, Patiala 43/2006 Patiala, 25/2006 Fatehgarh Sahib, 68/2006 Fatehgarh Sahib, 10/2005 Sangrur.

b) Copy of the statement of the accused in F.C. no. 6/2006, Patiala 43/2006 Patiala, 25/2006 Fatehgarh Sahib, 68/2006 Fatehgarh Sahib, 10/2005 Sangrur.

c) Copy of the documents submitted by the witnesses & accused in their defense during the inquiry.

The basic defense taken by the Respondent is that most of the information asked for has been supplied even though under the Law there was no obligation to supply the said information. Despite this, according to the Respondent, the appellant is persisting  with his illegitimate demand. The information which the appellant now is asking to be supplied is personal information which is exempt from disclosure under Section 8(1) (j) RTI Act 2005 unless the appellant can make out the case that larger public interest would be served by disclosure the said information. 

4.
I have carefully considered the submissions made by the parties. The information now demanded by the appellant consists of statements of witnesses, statements of accused and copies of documents submitted by the witnesses and accused during the enquires conducted in certain First Complaints pending with the Vigilance Bureau against various persons. On the face of it, the said information is personal information within the meaning of Section 8(1)(j) of the RTI Act 2005. This view is fortified by the decision of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in SLP (Civil) No. 27734 of 2012 titled “Girish Ramchandra Despande v/s Central Information Commissioner & Ors.”, wherein it has been held that the documents relating to disciplinary action, assets and liabilities of delinquents and gifts received by them are qualified to be termed as personal information disclosure whereof can be made only if larger public interest warrants the same. The appellant has, in the instant case, utterly failed to show as to how the disclosure of information sought by him  (as detailed in para 2 of this order) would be in larger public interest. It appears that he wants the information in question to sub-serve his personal ends. The case, therefore, squarely falls under Section 8(1)(j) of the RTI Act and information demanded stands exempted from disclosure.
