In the hearing dated 09.05.2013, it was recorded that the information on all the points of the RTI application except point no. 6, had already been provided while on point no. 6 too was provided during the hearing on that day.  Thus the complete information according to the RTI application stood provided to the complainant.  
                 It was observed that the complainant had, in fact, an alternate remedy of first appeal before the First Appellate Authority in terms of Section 19(1) of the Act which he had failed to avail.   Therefore, in case he was not satisfied with the information provided, he could have approached the First Appellate Authority by filing the first appeal instead of rushing to the Commission.


So far as the delay in providing the information is concerned, the officials / officers connected with the case were issued show cause notice, calling upon them to make their respective written submissions clarifying their respective position.    The same has been duly complied with. 


While Sh. Anuraj Mahajan, Asstt. Commissioner (T) has submitted that since he had relinquished the charge of PIO on 11.06.2012, much before the present RTI application was filed, he was in no way connected with the matter.   
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Sh. Subhash Chander Sharma, Asstt. Commissioner (T), who had taken over from Sh. Anurag Mahajan, has stated that the complete information stood provided to the applicant even much before filing of the present complaint with the Commission and that no deficiency had been pointed out by the complainant therein.   He has further submitted that apart from the routine job work assigned, he has to deal with approx. 100 RTI applications every month, and has cited availability of limited resources, heavy workload, stringent staff position and lack of proper infrastructure as the factors responsible for the delay that has occurred.  However, he has tendered an unconditional apology for the same and has assured the Commission that he would be  more careful and prompt in responding to the RTI applications in future and  prayed that the show cause notice issued to him be dispensed with. 

Besides, he pointed out that the dealing clerk / record-keeper who was dealing with the present case lost his father and was under great mental stress.  Also, he stated that the said officials had met with an accident recently.

The Commission has considered the matter in entirety and has also gone through the written submissions received from the concerned PIO’s and is satisfied that there was no malafide on the part of the respondent PIO(s) who remained designated as such or any of the officials of the respondent department and no part of the delay can be termed as deliberate or intentional.  As such, the show cause notice is dropped. And the commission is of considered opinion that in the light of the circumstances, this is not a fit case for imposing penalty u/s 20(1) of the RTI Act.

In the light of the foregoing, the case is  disposed of closed.
