Arguments were heard on  25.04.2013 and the order was reserved.



Initially, the RTI application was addressed  to the Director Land Records, Punjab, Kapurthala Road, Jalandhar, who provided  some information to the appellant and for the  remaining information, transferred the RTI application to the S.D.M.-cum-Land Acquisition Collector, Sultanpur Lodhi vide his office communication dated 30.08.2012 for supplying the requisite information.  During the first hearing in the Commission on 7.03.2013, Tehsildar-cum-PIO  supplied  the substantial information and submitted that the remaining information was not available on record.  The Commission directed  the  PIO to  make an earnest endeavour  to trace  the  information and supply the same to the appellant notwithstanding the fact  that the requisite information was 50 years old.  



In compliance  to the Commission’s  orders  the PIO made yet another  attempt to trace the records.  Even she herself  visited the office of the Director Land 
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Records,  procured information after identifying  it with the help of barely available translators as the old records were in Persian script and furnished the  available information to the appellant.  Also, she herself got the information translated  in Panjabi  and supplied the same.



The  PIO-cum-Tehsildar had brought  the information during the hearing on 26.03.2013.  Since the appellant failed to turn up, the  PIO was directed to send the requisite available information and she complied with the order. 



The appellant agitated  that the information related to notification under Section 4  alongwith  the copy  of compensation related  to land acquisition   of village Randhirpur village  has not been supplied.  The Respondent stated that the  said land was acquired during  Sampat Bikrami 15 Magh 1970  through mutation No.1 (i..e. the land was acquired in  the year 1912-13).  Since the record related to this was not available and  the PIO’s  contention that the  record  is more than 100 years old, hence it cannot be  provided.  However, the remaining information has been provided.  



With these observations,  the case is disposed of and closed.

Apparently, supply of information to the appellant seeker has been inordinately delayed. The PIO is directed to explain in detail reasons for delay in providing the information and failing to do so will attract the stringent provisions of the RTI Act, 2005. 
 

  The Respondent is absent without intimation.  The Respondent has neither replied to the notice of hearing nor has attended proceedings before the Commission.  He defied the orders of the Commission. This act of the Respondent-PIO  clearly  shows that he  has scant regard for the  directions  of this Commission. The representative of the respondent-PIO submits that the requisite information has been provided during the course of hearing. The complainant conceded that he has received the information as per his RTI application. 



So far as information is concerned, it has been  has been supplied to him. However, the PIO Mr. Budhi Raj Singh, BDPO had not  sent any response to the show cause notice served to him vide order dated 17.04.2013.Taking a lenient view, one more opportunity is given to the PIO to respond to the aforesaid show cause notice, before the next date of hearing. He is also directed to avail the facility of personal hearing in addition to the written response. Failing to do so, the  decision on the show cause notice will be taken by the Commission ex-pate, on the next date of hearing. 


The case is adjourned to 03.06.2013 at 10.00 AM.
