The  Respondent submitted detailed response to the notice during the hearing which is taken on record.  It  does not  explain  why the PIO failed    to respond to the RTI application  dated  30.06.2012 which  the appellant  had sent through registered post.  First response from the PIO is dated 28.9.2012,  almost 60  days after the mandatory period and hence it attracts penalty  @ Rs.250/- per day.   The representative of the Respondent  submitted that they had not received the RTI application.  He submitted that only  action after receiving a letter from DG Police written by  the  appellant on 9.10.2012 was taken.  



Ironically, the DG Police’s letter was despatched  by the appellant after the first response of the PIO.  Obviously,  the PIO had the RTI application  prior to communication  from the DG Police of  9.10.2012.  The  representative of the PIO- Respondent failed to explain the position.   The PIO is supposed to explain the delay so  that the quantum  of penalty could be  decided. 
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 The PIO,  in his response, has maintained that the appellant is not co-operating and  not receiving the information  sent by hand.  The  appellant  insists that he has sought information i.e. action taken on his representation to D.G. Police, dated 5.5.2012,  till 30.6.2012 but the Respondent has been supplying information of action taken on his application from 2.7.2012 onwards.



The Respondent is  directed  to provide the information related to this period before the next  date of hearing  and the PIO  should himself be present at the next date of hearing personally.
