This case has been heard through Video Conferencing today.

In this case, Shri Ishar Singh vide RTI application dated 29.02.2011 addressed to the Deputy Commissioner, Ferozepur sought information relating to the Gram Panchayat Laklha Singh Wala Hidhar, Block: Mamdot, District: Ferozepur pertaining to the funds received and utilized by Gram Panchayat since it came into being. He also sought details of amount received by auctioning the Panchayat land. The said application was transferred by the Deputy Commissioner to the DDPO, Ferozepur and then by DDPO to BDPO, Mamdot, who directed Shri Roshan Lal, Panchayat Secretary-cum-PIO, Gram Panchayat Lakha Singh Wala Hithar to supply the requisite information to the Complainant. Since the Complainant did not get any response, he approached the Commission vide letter dated 29.11.2011 and  accordingly, Notice of Hearing through Video Conferencing was issued to both the parties for today.

None is present on behalf of the Respondent. The Complainant is asked to seek some specific information as the information demanded by him is very voluminous. Consequently, the Complainant agrees that the information since 2008 onwards may be supplied to him.

 Accordingly, Shri Roshan Lal, PIO-cum-Panchayat Secretary, Gram Panchayat, Laklha Singh Wala Hithar is, therefore, directed to supply the correct and complete information for the period from 2008 onwards till date ,   supported by a forwarding letter,  to the Complainant within 2 weeks with a copy to the Commission for its record. He is also directed to be present in person on the next date of hearing with one copy of the supplied information.  It is also made clear to the Respondent PIO that if the complete and correct information is not supplied to the Complainant within 2 weeks, provisions of Section 20(1)(2) of RTI Act, 2001 shall be invoked against him  without affording any further opportunity.
