Gupta, Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, inadvertently mentioned as “V.K.Gupta’, was called upon to explain in writing by filing a self attested affidavit as to why the provisions of Section 20(1), 20(2) of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against him for the delay caused in providing the information.

                                                                                                                                                                                                           
He was also directed to be personally present today. As per directions of the Commission, Mr.B.K.Gupta, Additional Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, has put in appearance and tendered self attested affidavit explaining the facts and circumstances of the case and prayed that the proposal to invoke the provisions of Section 20(1)(2) of the RTI Act, 2005 qua the deponent be ordered to be exempted.

Further copy of receipt obtained from the appellant in respect of payment of compensation amount of Rs.3000/-(Rupees Thousand only) vide Cheque dated 23.7.12 has also been tendered.


The contentions made by both the parties have been heard and documents produced have been taken on record.

She was also directed to explain in writing by furnishing self attested affidavit and by appearing in person on the next date of hearing in the Commission the reasons of delay for providing the information and loss and other detriments suffered by the complainant, by explaining therein as to why the provisions of section 20(1)(2) and section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against her for willful delay and denying the information and case was adjourned  to to-day, i.e., 24.7.2012 for further hearing.


In compliance of the directions, PIO-cum-Section Officer, Smt.Harjit Kaur, O/o Director General Sarv Siksha Abhiyan, Punjab, Sector 34-A, Chandigarh, has tendered self attested affidavit stating that the information sought by Shri Chhinder Pal Singh vide RTI application dated 21.3.12 has been sent vide their office letter No.18/1-2008/n;n/nkoaNhankJh/81290 dated 20.06.12.  In addition she has averred that there was no intention not to provide the information to the applicant and assured to take care in such matter in future though some delay has been cause at this time.  

The Complainant vide his letter dated 26.6.12 has also confirmed receipt of information and shown his satisfaction.
