Sh. Kulwarn Singh Atwal, vide application dated 27.01.2012 addressed to the PIO, PUNSUP, Jalandhar sought the following information under the RTI Act, 2005: 

i) Statement of Paddy shelling account 1995-96 vide letter no. 1695 dated 29.8.11 dispatched by DM, PUNSUP, Jalandhar to HO, Chandigarh.

ii) Statement of Paddy shelling of account 1996-97 vide letter no. 1696 dated 29.8.11, dispatched by DM, PUNSUP, Jalandhar to HO, Chandigarh.

 
It is further observed that PIO, PUNSUP, Jalandhar, vide letter no. RTI/2012/5571 dated 14.03.2012 addressed to the applicant, declined the information.  Aggrieved of the same, the applicant Sh. Kulwarn Singh Atwal has filed  Complaint before the Commission, received in its office on 19.04.2012.


In the hearing dated 05.07.2012, after hearing the arguments at some length, both the parties were directed to make their respective written submissions and accordingly, the respondents have filed their written submissions by way of a duly attested affidavit.  Complainant, however, stated that his RTI application may be treated as his written statement and the case decided accordingly. 


It is noted that upon denial of the information by the respondent vide communication dated 14.03.2012, Sh. Kulwarn Singh Atwal had an alternate and efficacious remedy of First Appeal available under Section 19(1) of the RTI Act.  It appears that in the instant case, the Complainant did not avail the same. Consequently, the First Appellate Authority (FAA) has not had the occasion to review the PIO’s decision, as envisaged under the RTI Act.   It is further observed that without availing the remedy available, the applicant has approached the Commission by way of Complaint,  while complaint is not maintainable in the present form as after the decision on RTI application of Complainant by PIO-cum-DDM(Accounts), O/o District Manager, PUNSUP, Jalandhar, Ist appeal is required to be filed before the First Appellate Authority.


 In view of the matter, the case is remanded to the First Appellate Authority-cum-District Manager, PUNSUP, Jalandhar, therefore, for deciding the Ist appeal with a speaking order, which shall be filed before him by Sh. Kulwarn Singh Atwal, within a week’s time. First Appellate Authority-cum-DM, PUNSUP, Jalandhar shall hear the First Appeal and decide the matter in accordance with the provisions of the  RTI Act within the prescribed time limit, i.e. 30 days,  after giving opportunity of hearing to all concerned.

 If, however, Sh. Kulwarn Singh Atwal, does not feel satisfied with the decision of the First Appellate Authority, he will be at liberty to move a Second Appeal before the Commission, as per Section 19(3) of the RTI Act 2005.

With the above noted observations, the case in hand is hereby closed and disposed of.

In the present case, Sh. Shiv Shankar Tiwari, vide his application dated 26.05.2011 addressed to the PIO, office of Chief Secretary, Punjab had sought under the RTI Act, 2005 information on 6 points pertaining to the Acts / Rules / Orders etc. where discriminatory provisions exist, along with references  of the section, sub-section etc. thereof, by enclosing a copy of letter dated 14th October, 2004, issued by Addl. Economic Advisor, Government of India, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Department of Health, to the address of Secretaries of all Ministries/ Department of Government of India, and Chief Secretaries/Lt. Governor/Administrators of all States/UTs on the subject “The Indian Lepers Act, 1898 – Repeal – Continuance of discriminatory provisions towards leprosy cured/leprosy patients. 

In the earlier hearing dated 22.03.2012, S/Sh. Sushil Kumar, Supdt.-cum-PIO; and Kuldip Singh, Under-secretary, First Appellate Authority put in appearance and stated that vide letters dated 10.06.2011 and 11.08.2011, the appellant had been informed to approach the concerned Public Authority as the information sought by him related to various Public Authorities.   The appellant was directed to send his observations in writing regarding the two letters written by the respondent office. 


No discrepancies in the information provided have been communicated by the appellant nor is present today.   Respondents present, however, stated that they had written to the Principal Secretary, Health & Family Welfare Department vide their letter dated 16.07.2012 forwarding a copy of the application of the appellant, to provide him the requisite information.    They further stated that the office of State Programme Officer, State Health Society, Punjab, NLEP, office of Directorate of Health & Family Welfare, Punjab, vide communication no. SHS/NLEP/BFO/Pb/2011-12/77 dated 23.08.2012 have informed the appellant Sh.Shiv Shankar Tiwari, as under:

“As per records of this office, the Govt. of India letter no.T110221/2004-CCD dated 14.10.2004 did not appear to have been received in this office.

         However, it is stated that as per information of the leprosy society, Punjab there are no such provisions in any Act/Rule/Orders which are discriminatory to leprosy patients.  Accordingly information sought by you in your application no.294 dated 26.05.2011 may be treated as nil so far as SHS-NLEP, Punjab is concerned.”

ORDER


Complainant Sh. Bikramjit Singh, vide an application dated 09.12.2011 addressed to the respondent sought certain information, under the RTI Act, 2005 for the period 2001 onwards the names and addresses of the persons to whom the ration cards No. 20594, 20595 and 21575 had been issued along with the names of the Officers who issued / signed the said Ration Cards in Block XI, Krishna Nagar, Batala. Failing to get any response within a period of 30 days as prescribed under the RTI Act, 2005, he filed the present complaint with the Commission, received in its office on 24.01.2012 and accordingly, the case was heard on 8.5.12, 13.6.12, 18.7.12.


On the last date of hearing i.e. on 18.7.12, Sh. Baljinder Singh Dhillon, PIO-cum-DFSC, Gurdaspur was directed to provide complete, correct and duly attested information to the complainant, within a period of ten days under registered cover, free of cost as per his RTI application dated 9.12.11. He was also directed to file affidavit justifying the delay with regard to the Show Cause Notice issued to him under penal provisions of RTI Act, 2005 vide Commissions Order dated 8.5.2012 and 13.6.2012. 

Sh.B.S.Dhillon, PIO-cum-Director Food & Civil supplies and Consumer Affairs, Punjab in his affidavit dated 3.9.12 has stated that the Complainant had not addressed his RTI application dated 9.12.2011 to him and since the same was addressed to AFSO, Batala and the post of AFSO Batala is lying vacant, therefore, no information could be sent earlier.  He has further stated in his affidavit that the official record has been verified and it is concluded that no record regarding these ration cards exists in the Batala office and the same fact has been stated by the Inspector of his office in writing to the police in FIR No.48 dated 5.3.12 Police Station City Batala regarding offence under Section 420 of IPC.

It is observed that correct reply to the sought information by the Complainant has not yet been provided by the PIO-cum-DFSC Gurdaspur.  He is, therefore, afforded last opportunity to provide the complete, correct and duly attested information to the complainant, within a period of fifteen days under registered cover, free of cost as per his RTI application dated 9.12.11. His reply to the show cause notice shall be considered thereafter.
Adjourned to 4.10.12 at 11.00 AM for further proceedings.

ORDER

On the last date of hearing i.e. on 9.8.12, after perusal of the case file, since it was observed that the RTI application filed by the appellant had been dealt with in a casual and neglect manner both by the PIO as well as First Appellate Authority, and no correct and complete information had been provided, therefore, the then Chairperson, SCERT, Chandigarh, Mrs.Neelam Bhagat was directed to supply point-wise, complete, correct and duly authenticated information to the appellant free of cost under registered cover within a period of ten days with one spare copy of the supplied information to the Commission for its record. She was also issued a Show Cause Notice to explain in  writing by furnishing self attested affidavit as to why the provisions of Section 20(1)(2) and Section 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against her for willfully delaying and denying the information and the case was fixed for today for further hearing.


Appellant states that he has been provided a list of the selected candidates and copy of the merit list as had been sought vide his RTI application dated 19.9.2011 has not yet been provided to him.


Mrs.Neelam Bhagat, Ex-Chairperson-cum-Director, SCERT states that she has brought copy of the complete merit list of all the candidates, which has been given to the appellant in the Commission itself. She also tenders self attested affidavit explaining the reasons for delay in providing the RTI information to the appellant. Averments made in the affidavit explaining the delay reveal that the delay was not malafide, but was procedural as on account of pendency of COCP in CWP No.451 of 2008, the merit list was not finalized. Mrs. Neelam Bhagat has also tendered unconditional and unqualified apology for the same and also prayed for condoning the delay and dropping the show cause notice.  


Considering the facts explained in the reply in the shape of affidavit, the show cause notice issued in this case is dropped.


Shri Harinder Pal, Appellant, after perusal of the list/information provided, shown his satisfaction.


In view of the above, the case is disposed of and closed.
