The case of the Complainant in a nutshell is that the family pension of his late wife was fixed in a Junior Scale, whereas the entitlement for the family pension was in the scale of Rs. 3700-5300 we.f. 07.05.1984 with certain subsequent benefits. He submits that the family pension was required to be re-fixed w.e.f 01.01.96 as per the instructions contained in government letter no. 1/7/98-3FPPC/6884 dated 05.08.2005. In this backdrop, he wanted information as to  why the aforementioned had not been done by the Director Health & Family Welfare, Punjab. The requisite information according to him is 
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not been given. I, therefore, direct the Respondent to peruse the entire record pertaining to the fixation of family pension of late Dr. Shyam Wati Sharma and provide the necessary information to the Complainant including the file notings , if any, in this regard. The needful be done within 15 days.
