Harbans Singh 
alleged that incomplete information has been supplied to him after a period of more than one year and the respondent-PIO has deliberately denied the requisite information to him for the past about one year and show-causes were issued to Sh. Hardev Singh Sodhi, B. D. P. O., Phillaur and Sh. Ranjit Singh, who later became the B. D. P. O. , Block – 2, Ludhiana.
On the hearing held on 01.08.2012, one opportunity was given to respondent-PIOs 
to supply the requisite information and to file  a reply to show-cause issued to them.

On the hearing held on 29.08.2012, B. D. P. O.,  Ludhiana – 2 and B. D. P. O., 

Phillaur were directed to file a fresh detailed reply to show-cause issued to them.
On the hearing held on 02.11.2012, Sh. Hardev Singh Sodhi, B. D. P. O., Phillaur 
vide his letter no. 848 dated 26.09.2012 had submitted his reply to show-cause. Sh. Ranjit Singh, who later became the B. D. P. O.,  Ludhiana – 2 had not submitted his reply to  show-cause issued to him vide orders dated 29.08.2012. He was directed to file a fresh detailed reply to show-cause issued to him.

On the last date of hearing on 06.12.2012, one last opportunity was given to Sh. 

Ranjit Singh, B. D. P. O.,  Ludhiana – 2 to file his fresh detailed reply to show-cause issued to him vide orders dated 29.08.2012 and was also directed to appear in person.
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In today’s hearing, neither Sh. Ranjit Singh, B. D. P. O.-cum-PIO,  Ludhiana – 2 had filed his reply to show-cause issued to him nor sent any intimation to the Commission regarding his absence.



In a reply against show-cause, Sh. Hardev Singh Sodhi, who was B. D. P. O., Block – Ludhiana – 2 when the complainant - Sh. Harbans Singh  moved  his RTI request claimed that he has not made any intentional delay in supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker. He also states that the mistake, which has been committed, is unintentional and should be forgiven and he also assured he will be careful in future. He assured that in future there will be no complaint against him as far as fulfilling the responsibilities of PIO  by him are concerned. 



After examining the documents placed on record and hearing the complainant, it emerges that the respondent-PIOs concerned did not bother to supply the requisite information to the information-seeker despite the fact that they are bound to do so within the stipulated period as per provisions of the RTI Act.



As the information-seeker kept on making efforts and to get the requisite information by approaching the State Information Commission through complaint, the respondent-PIO supplied him the incomplete information and that too after a period of one year after he moved his RTI application to the respondent-PIO concerned.



After examining the reply given by Mr. Sodhi in connection with the show-cause issued to him minutely and after hearing the information-seeker I found that it is fit case to impose penalty as both the respondent-PIOs did not deserve any kind of mercy due  to their apathetic and irresponsible attitude which force the information-seeker to face unnecessary harassment.
 In view of the above, I impose a penalty of Rs. 25000/-  on Sh. Hardev Singh Sodhi 
who is presently working as B. D. P. O., Phillaur for holding guilty of violation under Section 20 (1) as per provisions of the RTI Act and making delay more than hundred days in supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker.


I also hold Sh. Ranjit Singh, B.D.P.O.-cum-PIO Ludhiana – 2, guilty of violation under Section 20 (2) as per provisions of the RTI Act as he also failed to file a proper reply in connection with show-cause issued to him as in the affidavit submitted by him on 29.08.2012 in which he claimed that complete information has been supplied to the information-seeker. He also sought an apology for making the delay in supplying the requisite information to the information-seeker. 



In view of the above, I recommend disciplinary action against him under Section 20 (2) of the RTI Act as he  persistently failed to furnish the  requisite information in stipulated time.


The amount of penalty is to be deposited into the Treasury and a copy of challan receipt be submitted to the Commission. The penalty imposed upon him may be deducted from
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 his salary in three installments (Two installments @ 10000/- and Third installment @ 5000/-) by the concerned Drawing and Disbursing Officer.
 

As the complainant - Sh. Harbans Singh  has suffered a lot on account of visiting

ORDER


The first of this case was held on 28.08.2012 in which the appellant was absent and Sh. Ashwini Kumar, Asstt. Executive Engineer, was present on behalf of the respondent. In that hearing the appellant was advised to point-out deficiencies in the information supplied and the case was adjourned for 27.09.2012 which was further postponed to 02.11.2011.



On the hearing on 02.11.2012, Sh. Bhanot who appeared on behalf of the appellant, gave in writing that he has received the requisite information and satisfied with the same and a show-cause, for delay in supplying the information, had been issued to Sh. 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In today’s hearing, Sh. Surendera M. Bhanot, who appeared on behalf of the appellant  - Sh. Prabodh Chander Bali, raised certain objections against the claims made by the respondent-PIO in the reply to show-cause issued to him. Mr. Bhanot also asks certain questions from the respondent-PIO concerned regarding points raised by the appellant in the letter which was received in the Commission vide Diary No. 23700 dated 31.12.2012.

The respondent-PIO concerned has given answers to all the queries raised by Mr. 
Bhanot  one by one and also explained the fact that all the  requisite information, which was legible and duly certified, has already been supplied to the information-seeker.



After going through the documents placed on record and hearing both the parties, I am of the view that the respondent-PIO has shown no malafide intention in causing delay in supplying the requisite information to the appellant and hence I found that it is not a fit case for imposition of penalty under Section 20 (1) of the RTI act, 2005. 
As the appellant  has suffered a lot on account of attending the hearings in the 

Commission for getting the requisite information, an amount of Rs. 3,000/- (Rupees Three Thousand only) is awarded to the information-seeker as compensation which should be paid by way of cross cheque/Demand Draft by the concerned Public Authority within three weeks from today and produce a copy of the same in the Commission on the next date of hearing.
The case is adjourned to 30th January, 2013 (Wednesday) at 11:00 A. M.
