ORDER  



In the last date of hearing on 20.10.2009, Sh. Inderjit Singh, Complainant had stated that the information given by the PIO was incorrect on facts.  Order dated 20.10.2009 had been passed with directions to give the correct information.   In compliance, Sh. Rakesh Chander, APIO has provided copy of letter dated 03.11.2009 addressed to Sh. Inderjit Singh, Complainant, with copy endorsed to the Commission, vide which the matter with reference to information earlier provided vide letter dated 05.10.2009, under point no. 6, has been further clarified. 

2.

After seeing the fresh reply, it is quite clear that the information given earlier was not correct.  In the RTI application it had been pointed out that there was no polytechnic institution for women in Ropar, and in his reply the PIO had contradicted that statement asserting that there are many Polytechnic institutions in Ropar.  Now the PIO has admitted that the reply was wrong on facts. However, he stated that in so far as the harm being caused to the girls due to non-existence of a polytechnic institution in Ropar was concerned, there were two institutions which when opened were earlier in the undivided district of Ropar, but were now part of the newly created Mohali District.  Moreover, there were a couple of such institutions for girls which were located 6 KM and 30 KM 
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respectively from Ropar District (in District Nawanshehar) which met the needs of the girl students of Ropar.  He has also pointed out that there is one Guru Tegh Bahadur Garh  Polytechnic College, Anandpur Sahib which had opened in the year 2009-10.   Sh. Inderjit Singh, Complainant pointed out that there was no mention about this college in the “JET prospectus 2009 for the Joint Entrance Test”. APIO immediately checked up from the branch and has stated that the said college has opened during the year 2009-10 and the admissions have taken place.  He also stated that he would produce the copy of the notification.  
3.

Be that as it may, the information provided earlier was not correct, since it had been asserted that many polytechnic institutions have been opened in Ropar District.  The explanation now given is that not many, but one has been opened.  APIO will check up why this does not find mention in the JET Prospectus 2009 for admissions.  PIO is warned to be careful in future as there is no scope for giving any information which is not strictly on the basis of record.   
4.

With these observations, Sh. Inderjit Singh, Complainant is now advised to approach the Competent Authority in the Executive for setting up a polytechnic institute for women, if so advised.  Unfortunately, the State Information Commission cannot give any directions regarding early setting up of such institutions.  Sh. Inderjit Singh, Complainant should be compensated with Rs. 250/- for the trip that he has had to make to the State Information Commission to receive the fresh information in lieu of the wrong information earlier provided to him by the PIO.  Receipt has been placed on the record of the Commission.

The APIO states that there is no such letter of sanction bearing number 3500 dated

The letter containing the sanction issued by Government of Punjab to the Deputy Commissioner signed by the Deputy Secretary to the Government is number 1193/DRA(M) dated 06.03.1987 and a copy thereof has been provided to Sh. Mehnga Ram, Complainant.  He also states that other than this there is no other letter of sanction.  With this, the documents for item no. 3 have been supplied. In respect of item no. 4, copy of Land Acquisition Act, 1894, it is a priced publication and as such is available in the book stores.

In respect of item no. 5, the reply is not satisfactory.  In the view of the Commission the action taken by the District Magistrate, if any, would be at the behest of the Irrigation department and the Irrigation authorities would have been involved in the whole process also.  Therefore, the reply of the department that they have no knowledge of the same is not satisfactory.  The department should make all out search the papers.
